‘Why Did Jesus Die?

God proved His love on the Cross. When Christ hung, and bled, and died, it
was God saying to the world, I love you. (Billy Graham).

God showed His love for us, when Jesus dealt with the problem of our sin on
the cross. He himself bore our sins in His body on the tree, so that we might
die to sins and live for righteousness; by His wounds you have been

healed’ (1 Peter 2:24). Jesus died in our place to bear our sin and quilt, to
pay the full penalty for our sin and to set us free from death.

In the 75th anniversary year of the liberation of the Auschwitz Concentra-
tion Camp, it's appropriate to remember the story of Fr Maximilian Kolbe, 3
Polish priest imprisoned in Auschwitz. On 315 July 1941 3 prisoner escaped
from the camp and in response the authorities selected ten men to die in the
starvation bunker.

One of the men, Francis Gajinisdek, cried, ‘My poor wife and my children.
They Il never see me again! Then Kolbe stepped forward and said, //m 4
Catholic priest. | don't have 3 wife and children and | am willing to die in-
stead of this man. " He followed the other nine into the bunker. Remarkably
he got the prisoners praying and singing hymns and transformed the atmos-
phere in the bunker. He was the last person to die and after two weeks he was
given a lethal injection and died at the age of 47.

Jesus’ death was even more amazing than this, because He didn't simply die
for one man, but for every individual in the world. If you or | had been the
only person in the world, Jesus Christ would still have died in our

place. ‘Hallelujah, what 3 Saviour!!

Coronavirus Guidance

The Church of England’s Mission and Public Affairs division has published ad-
vice to parishes on practical steps to reduce the risk of infection from Coro-
navirus (COVID-19).

The guidance, written by Dr Brendan McCarthy, the Church of England’s Ad-
viser on health issues, draws on the latest Government advice. It is available
on a dedicated web page which will be updated as necessary. (See below.)

It recommends incorporating simple precautions into worship services, particu-
larly during the celebration of the Eucharist.

The situation will be kept under close review and updated advice will be made
available if necessary.

The Bishop of Carlisle, James Newcome, the Church of England’s lead bishop
on health issues, said: “At present the risk in this country is ‘moderate’. How-
ever, there are, of course some practical measures churches can take.

“Much of that is simply maintaining good hygiene including, for example,
priests and servers washing their hands and using alcohol-based hand-
sanitiser before Holy Communion.

“Although there is not currently Government advice suggesting churches
should suspend the use of the Common Cup, parishioners with coughs and
sheezes should certainly be encouraged to receive Communion in one kind
only, and to refrain from handshaking during The Peace.

“We also advise against the practice of ‘intinction’ — when the consecrated
bread is dipped into the wine — as this could represent an infection transmis-
sion route.”

Who Moved The Stone?

When they looked up, they saw that the stone, which was very large, had been rolled
away.” Mark 16:4

Frank Morrison was an investigative journalist who was a sceptic when it came to re-
ligion. He decided to write a book to disprove the claims of Christ, specifically focus-
sed on the last week of His life.

However, when he came to consider the evidence for himself, he was drawn reluc-
tantly to a different outcome than he had imagined. He found that the evidence
proved the story to be true, including the fact that Jesus not only died but rose again.
In the end he wrote a different kind of book called 'Who Moved the Stone?’ with the
first chapter entitled, ‘'The book that refused to be written.’

The veracity of the Christian faith is grounded on historical fact. Not only was Jesus a
real person, a figure of history, but His death was real, and so was His resurrection. Ex-
amine the evidence for yourself. Read the gospel accounts openly and honestly and
see what happens. The truth is there for anyone willing to consider the facts.

Easter reminds us that our faith rests on solid ground. It is why we celebrate Easter
Sunday with such gusto. The Resurrection proves that Jesus was who He said He was
(the Son of God) and that He did what He set out to do (save us from our sin). But
more than that, it reminds us that He can deliver what He promised and help us today
because He is alive for evermore.

Jesus is not a figure of history,
locked away in the past. No, He is a
risen Saviour who is alive today and
who invites each of us to receive
the gift of salvation, and to live a
new life in fellowship with Him.




Giving and Receiving
It is more blessed to give than to receive’ (Acts 20:35).

This unique saying of
Jesus, not recorded in
the gospels, is quoted
by the apostle Paul in
the book of Acts.
These few words con-
tain a powerful truth
about giving and re- |
ceiving love.

Stage 1 - receiving
love. As children we love to receive presents, whether for birthdays or Christmas. It
is natural at a young age to think more about receiving than giving. This is self-love.

Stage 2 - giving and receiving love. As we grow older, we begin to consider others,
not just ourselves. We learn not only to receive, but also to give. However, at this
stage we tend mostly to give to those who give to us. This is reciprocal love.

Stage 3 - giving love without the need to receive love. This is the kind of love Jesus

demonstrated during His earthly ministry, and which the Spirit desires to produce in
His followers. When we give freely in this way, we find great joy and experience the

blessing of God in our lives. This is other-love.

However, we never grow out of our need to receive love (stage 1). The danger of
giving without receiving is that we neglect our own need to be loved, supported and
encouraged. This is why many active believers experience burnout and depression.
We cannot give to others indefinitely without receiving for ourselves. It is not a sign
of weakness, immaturity or failure to say, ‘| need to receive’. There are times when
we all need affirmation and appreciation, rest and recuperation.

That said, we must not get locked into stage 1 again (spiritual infancy with the focus
always on me), but bravely move on the more mature expressions of love, mutually
supporting one another, but also reaching out to those who need our help but have
nothing to offer in return.
