What do you believe?

During the early centuries of the Church’s life there was a great concern for defining the orthodox faith of
the Church. Such a need arose because of controversies developing within the Christian Church. For ex-
ample, questions about the relationship of Jesus to God the Father, about whether God could suffer, and
about the way the Holy Spirit worked in people’s lives, had led different Christians to different conclusions.

So, at particular times in the history of the Church certain statements of Christian belief (creeds) emerged.

Children’s Christmas Choir

The choir is made up of around 20 children and teenagers and is open to
anyone aged between 5 and 18. We usually split into two groups by age -
each group learns one song plus all the children learn a second song which
both groups sing together. The choir performs as part of the traditional Carol
Service and on Christmas Eve as part of the Christingle Service. Every child
who wants to can sing one line by themselves into a microphone as a solo, as
well as singing sections all together as a group.
