Hope, deferred 

Hope, we are told in the Bible, is an essential ingredient of faithé but Iôm going at 
this too quickly, so before going on about faith, let me backtrack a bit. 

Hope is quite widespread among us all. Hope is a blessing (there are curses,  
anxiety perhaps being one) of being able to expect, to foresee what might happen, 
to entertain a vision of what might be. Understood this way, it is unlikely that       
animals can hope as humans can. 

Without hope we are, well, hopeless. Without hope we cannot look forward with 
any delight, we cannot look beyond the immediacy of what is in front of us and 
what is behind us. 

Hope is probably an essential element of human survival. What gets us through 
the bad times, if not a hope that things will improve? 

But it remains a thin, shifting thing. A thing that is riddled with all the features that 
we, as humans, have. Things like self-interest, like shaping evidence to suit     
ourselves, like inconstancy. Hope can wither, if deferred too long, if the grounds 
for hope start to evaporate. 

However, there is a stronger form of hope. In the letter written to the Hebrews, we 
read that: ñNow faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things 
not seen.ò 

The assurance of things hoped for is faith. It is not as strong as certainty, it is not 
as weak as hope. Faith is a conviction. An active hope grounded on evidence that 
supports it. That is one reason we have a written Bible, so we can read of the 
mighty things God has done, the promises God has made, the conviction that 
God, being faithful and powerful, will do what He has promised us.

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 A Travel Writer and Pilgrimages  
 
Where do you go on your summer travels?  If you enjoy including a Christian     
element to your trips, such as making a pilgrimage, or visiting places rich in   
Christian history, then St. Willibald (d. 876) is the saint for you this month.  He was 
one of the most widely travelled Anglo-Saxons of his time and is celebrated on 7th 
July . 
 
Willibald began life in Wessex, becoming a monk at Bishops Waltham (Hants).  
But he obviously had the curiosity that besets all keen travellers ï what is it like 
over thereéjust over the next hill, round the next corner?   And so Willibald set 
outé for Rome, Cyprus, Syria and above all, Palestine.  It was an amazing 
achievement, just to survive such journeys back in the early 8

th
 century. 

 
In Palestine, Willibald made his way round all the Holy Places associated with   
Jesus, as well as the numerous communities of monks and hermits living there.  
On his eventual return to Europe, Willibald decided to tell his story.  He dictated an 
account of all his travels to a long-suffering nun, Hugeburc, who wrote it up under 
the title of Hodoeporicon ï the first ever travel book to be written by an Anglo-
Saxon 
 
After a long stay in Constantinople, the year 730 Willibald went back in Rome, 
where he settled at the monastery at Monte Cassino.before moving to Germany 
where he spent 45 years as Bishop at Echstatt, Willibald died in c. 786.  His relics 
remain there till this day.   
 
Pilgrimage routes to explore in the North 
 
A óSantiago of the Northô has been launched, encouraging people to walk ancient 
pilgrimage routes to Durham dating back more than 1,000 years.  Around 30 
churches in the dioceses of Durham and Newcastle are part of four revived     
pilgrimage routes starting from villages and towns in the region, re-creating the 
routes taken by pilgrims to Durham Cathedral. 
 
'The Way of Learning, The Way of Life, The Way of Light and The Way of Love,' 
allows pilgrims to walk from 27 to 45 miles while exploring places of historical 
and religious significance. Modern-day pilgrims can visit churches and historical 
monuments, museums and galleries on the route, including shrines and places 
associated with Saints Cuthbert, Bede, Hilda, Helen, Wilfrid, Oswald, Aidan and 
Godric.   
 
Further pilgrimage routes The Angels Way (30 miles) and the Way of the 
Sea (62 miles) link Lindisfarne and Durham, the two most important pilgrimage 
centres in the region. Northern Saints Trail Coordinator David Pott says: ñThere 
is a 21st-Century revival in pilgrimage ï only 2,500 people walked the Camino to 
Santiago in 1985, but there were 347,538 pilgrims recorded in 2019."               
Pilgrimages are attracting people who are not necessarily of strong Christian 
faith but who want to explore more.ò           Material from Parish Pump  
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 An interview with Heidi James  
 
How are you after this time of lock down? 
Iôm really good. I am lucky in that I am normally a positive sort of person always 
looking to find some good in life or even learning from things. I am looking for-
ward to life opening up more but I am continuing to adapt to the new way of     
living. I worked throughout the pandemic at our local hospice. The way we     
supported our families changed totally as we were asked to stay at home and to 
support people by phone or video calls. I have to admit I did not find that easy 
and I still do not like zoom calls. I much prefer face to face conversations.     
However, we adapted and coped.  
Lately it has been nice to be able to go out to eat and meet up with people again. 
I look forward to more of this.  
 
How have you spent your time since March 2020? 
 
The first lockdown was wonderful weather with 
sunbathing and reading books in the garden. 
This winter lockdown wasnôt so much fun! I feel 
like Iôve been busy as I was workingðpeopleôs 
illnesses and bereavements continued. We 
were all going through this at the same time 
and it is not usual to support others               
experiencing the same thing at the same time. 
Also working from home was quite Isolating .  

 
As I reflected on my 
work by phone I felt 
it was less impactful   
than before and I 
questioned as to 
whether or not it was enough. However, feedback from 
my families tells me that it was enough and it was 
much appreciated.  
Now we have returned to visits to support children and 
their families in their homes and in schools and when 
they come for care at the hospice. We are  getting 
there.  
 

Has the experience of lock down changed you? 
 
I do feel less bothered by things. I no longer feel driven to do things and rush 
around like I used to. The first lockdown helped me to completely slow down and 
change my attitude. It was lovely not to have to do anything after a dayôs work. I 
feel I have changed my attitude to my self- care.  
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 Have you taken up something new or perhaps rediscovered an old pastime? 
 
Recently I have rediscovered puzzles which I  
realise I love. I find them challenging and         
relaxing in equal measure. As a child I remember 
my mum telling me that I did puzzles picture side 
down. Oh dear ï what does that say about me? I 
also rediscovered musicals on You Tubeôs ñThe 
Show Must Go Onò each Friday night. I was able 
to watch musicals I had never seen like ñCatsò, 
ñLove Never Diesò, and revisit ñJosephò and 
ñPhantom of the Operaò. I saw the American   
version of ñThe Sound of Musicò for the first time. 

I also enjoyed being part of St Maryôs virtual choir. Although I already belonged to 
a local choir when they started to rehearse virtually I decided not to join in.  
However, I surprised myself by feeling less self- conscious about singing alone in 
the St Maryôs virtual choir. The blended voices sounded really good if I say so   
myself! 
 
What do you appreciate more? 
 
Seeing people and socialising when I want to. Now we have to start to plan things! 
I really appreciated how the ministry at St Maryôs has reached out to everyone. 
This was so helpful in supporting me to still feel connected. 
 
What havenôt you missed? 
 
I havenôt missed the noisiness and 
busyness of life. Air and noise pollution 
seemed like it almost vanished in the 
first lockdown. I missed people ï not 
things ï most of all. I missed the ability 
to be alongside or with people. This is 
so much  better now.  
Actually I really did miss charity shops. 
I visit them regularly and love the bar-
gains as well as the knowledge that I 
am contributing to less landfill and to 
the charity itself.  
 
What are you looking forward to? 
 
Seeing my brother. I havenôt seen him since last September. Maybe having a trip 
to Scotland or hopefully he will come to see me. Also, trips out to explore the love-
ly country we live in both in urban and rural areas. Being with people I know and 
love.
