After Jesus told the parable he explained to the people what the parable
really meant. He said that the wise man was like someone who listened to
Jesus’ instructions and then followed the instructions. Jesus’ instructions are
always right. When a person builds his life on Jesus’ words he is building a
strong foundation. He will be strong inside. The foolish man in the parable
was like someone who listened to Jesus’ instructions but then did not follow
them. A person that does not build his life on Jesus’ words will not have a
strong foundation. He will be weak inside.
