By the time we’re halfway through the lifespan of this edition of the 
Fountain, it is possible that we will be free from coronavirus 
restrictions. Wouldn’t that be a fantastic thing! 
 
Mind you, having recently seen the June edition of a church magazine 
from elsewhere, where the writer was rejoicing in all the things she 
would be doing from June 21st onwards, I’m not going to be making 
any prophecies. 
 
What we can do, though, and what our ministry team and 
churchwardens are trying to do, is to plan for what the unrestricted 
future will look like when it does come. It will be a bit like making a 
cake. Think of your favourite cake – do you know the ingredients? 
Some of them are essential and the cake won’t work without it. Others 
can be varied, or replaced totally. Changing some of them might be a 
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bit of a disappointment or might completely transform the cake and 
make it better than ever. 
 
We’re trying to take the ingredients of church life as it was before the 
pandemic and see what was essential (the equivalent of flour and 
eggs, perhaps), what was not essential but was so good that we don’t 
want to do without it, and what might be tweaked or even thrown out in 
favour of something new. Some of the ingredients will be things we’ve 
tried or discovered during the lockdown times. 
 
It’s not straightforward and we may have to try some things and then 
change our minds, but it needs doing. Your prayers will be valuable, 
and so will any thoughts you have about the way forward for the life of 
our churches. Feel free to drop an email to Kathy Couchman or myself 
– it may be just the little ingredient which makes the whole recipe take 
off.

The Benefice Book Group 
 

Based on real places and real events, "The Hanging Garden" by Ian Rankin 
won the French Cognac Prix du Policiers and in 1999 was the world's 
bestselling novel after two Harry Potter`s, so there must be something to 
recommend it. 
 
Mr. Rankin raises so many issues that it's difficult to know where to begin. 
This is one of a long series and again the central character Rebus is struggling 
with his personal problems and the way his private life is affected by his 
work as a Detective Inspector in Edinburgh.  We read about gang warfare, 
about Nazi war criminals escaping justice by means of the Rat Line, drug 
dealing, prostitution, ---- and that`s only the beginning!  It sounds grim, and 
it is, but the plot is gripping and Rebus engages our sympathy throughout.  
 
A dark and violent novel but most of us thought it was a good read, although 
we weren’t tempted to read to go on to the rest of the series. 
 
In July we will read "Space Hopper" by Helen Fisher. As usual there will be no 
meeting in August but in September we go on to "The Skylark`s Secret" by 
Fiona Valpy.
