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I am a Church Pastoral Worker in the west of Jersey and am a Student Presbyter. Last summer, | started to
become involved with Messy work and have been so blessed by this Ministry. Whereas usual church
membership in Jersey is sadly declining, Messy Church in the west —and at St Martin’s church — led by Helen
Westcott — is attracting more and more people who are in search of meaning, companionship and fun.

It seems that our Circuit is split into two — those who love and adore Messy Church — and those that don’t
know anything about it! This article is meant as a brief introduction to all things Messy.

Messy Church is a way of being church predominately aimed at families but where all generations are
welcome. It is particularly suited to those who have never been to church before or perhaps do not feel
comfortable in a more formal setting. It is Christ-centred, and based on creativity, hospitality and
celebration. Why is it called Messy Church? Well, for a start everyone gets messy while creating and
celebrating, but equally as important is that all are encouraged to bring their messy lives and know that
God is with us in all things. Rather than traditional models of church, where adults and children often learn
and worship separately, Messy Church is where people of all ages come together to learn and worship and
have fun. Introduced in 2004 in the UK, it is based on the concept that the church is the body of Christ and
that we need each other in all our differences to grow as followers of Jesus and can learn from one
another. It gives participants a time to enjoy the family of God at all stages of life.

In Jersey West, we have 3 types of Messy Church:

® Messy Bears —a Toddler Group with play, craft, story, singing and snack. This is held at Philadelphie Messy
Centre between 9.30am and 11.30am every Monday during term time.

®  Messy Church — for families with primary school age children (although younger and older family members
are welcome) and includes a series of theme-based craft tables, celebration and a sit-down meal. Messy
Church is held at Philadelphie Messy Centre on the 1st Tuesday of every month excluding August and runs
from 3.30pm — 5.30pm.
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Messy Vintage — for those who prefer a gentler pace, includes craft, celebration and afternoon “high tea”.
Messy Vintage is held at Philadelphie Messy Centre on the 3rd Tuesday of every month excluding August
between 2.30pm and 4.30pm. In addition, the Messy Team takes Messy Vintage sessions into 5 care homes
on the island.

Knit & Natter — held between 3pm and 5pm at Philadelphie Messy Centre on the last Saturday of each
month excluding August. Feel free to come along whether or not you can knit or crochet and enjoy a chat
over a cupper and cake.

As you can imagine, each session requires many volunteers to
assist with the crafts, food preparation and worship. We have a
fantastic Messy Team and everyone involved has a real passion for
bringing church to people, many of whom would not ordinarily go
to church. All volunteers agree that they receive so many blessings
from this ministry as they see families having fun together.

If you are interested in
seeing what Messy Church
is like first-hand, feel free
to come along to any of our sessions at Philadelphie Messy
Centre, next to Marks & Spencer in St Peter. Anyone wishing to
discern whether they would like to apply to join the team of
volunteers is also welcome to come along to any of our sessions.

Earthday Icon

SHMC have the privilege of hosting the beautiful Earthday Icon, as 'written' by talented artist Karen
Blampied. The church will be open to anyone who would like to view and contemplate it quietly

from 11.00am to 1.00 pm throughout September, from Wednesday 6 to Friday 29 September. Do pop
along and see it There are cards - £1.50, and a poster - £15- for sale. Cash would be appreciated.

Karen Blampied explained how she wrote the Icon. “Writing this
Earthday icon has been totally inspiring because of the ancient nature
of the Eastern Orthodox Church's Calendar. It begins with 1 September
each year being celebrated as Creation Day. The following 4 Sundays
celebrate an aspect of Creation over a 3 year Cycle. Each ends with the
feast of St Francis of Assisi and the Blessing of the Animals. During this
liturgical time of Creation each Sunday is dedicated to a specific aspect
of creation and so lends itself to the visual written Word of God.

These cycles of; The Spirit of Creation, The Word of Creation and The
Wisdom of Creation give design and substance to the Earth Icon | am
writing, while at the same time | believe, allow me to be true to the
Canon of iconography.

My circular design allows the 3 year cycle to be evident and flowing at

the same time emphasising the Earth’s natural recourses of different habitats. We discover; Forest
Sunday, Land Sunday, Wilderness Sunday and River Sunday in Year A ‘The Spirit of Creation’ Breathing life
into Creation, starting in September 2017. In Year B ‘The Word of Creation’ 2018, evokes Praise from
Creation — Here the Word is Made Flesh through Planet Earth Sunday and Humanity Sunday, Sky Sunday
and Mountain Sunday. Finally, Year C- 2019 ‘The Wisdom of Creation’, the deep impulse within all parts
of Creation that guides the purpose of creation. Here we find Universe Sunday, Animal Sunday, Storm
Sunday and Ocean Sunday.

Designing this icon was tuning into the design of the
mysteries of creation itself, all become important aspects in
the understanding of humanities place in the Creation
narrative.

For me this icon shouted ‘Conservation’ and so living in
Jersey | looked towards the work of Gerald and Lee Durrell at
Jersey Zoo. Since the Earth Day Icon has been one that | have
wanted to write for years, my meeting with Lee Durrell
proved very inspiring and positive offering a way to approach
this icon.

My personal inspiration for this Earth Day Icon is to highlight
the need of all people to be stewards of the Earth. | feel that
Durrell's considerable work in stewardship and conservation
is a necessary ingredient for this Orthodox Christian Icon.
