The 
Church needs to be more mindful of this I suggest. 

I was reminded of this when I came across a YouTube video by Paul Field, one of my 
favourite contemporary Christian singer songwriters. He had changed the words in 
some verses of one of my favourite carols: In the Bleak Midwinter—Paul Field.

The Methodist Christmas Campaign - 'Hush the Noise' - which runs through into the 
Epiphany and New Year, focuses on the hymn 'It Came Upon a Midnight Clear'. This 
most traditional of hymns has some radical origins: It was written in America in 1849 
as a response to geopolitical unrest, and as a protest about the horrors of slavery. It 
describes a “weary world” filled with “Babel sounds”, “sin and strife” and war.  

As it's now 2025 and the New Year you might be thinking it's time to 'move on from 
Christmas'. It seems to me we need to stick with Christmas for as long as possible, 
certainly beyond Boxing Day! Those who've had their 'decs' up since the beginning of 
November will be glad to putting them away perhaps, but the radical Christmas 
message must not be put 'back into the box' with our baubles and tinsel. Sadly, 175 
years after 'It Came Upon...' was written, the carol is just as relevant for now as we 
lament the trouble of our day. As Paul Field powerfully articulates, we need to 
rephrase the need for harmony, justice and restoration for our New Year as well as 
Christmas.

Hi Friends,  

It is said that the first 100 days in a new appointment is a 
crucial time in the life of a minister. I must say as I am writing 
this newsletter, it is exactly 100 days since I joined the Trinity and 
the Chelmsford Circuit. Many will be keen to know how the past 
100 days have been for me. These early days have inevitably been 
filled with prudent listening, learning and loving. The best initiative I 
could have spearheaded was my Listening Campaign, to take the 
pulse of where Trinity Church currently is.  

I was given a spreadsheet to make sure I have touched base with 
most, and the Trinity house groups in different localities. I would 
like to emphasise, sharing your thoughts and listening, helps to discern what the next best 
steps for this church might be. My Listening Campaign was and is an ongoing practice. The 
best piece of advice I got in theological seminary was this: “When you arrive at your new 

Church, take the time to read the minutes. All of them.” When I first 
heard this in the class I thought it was a joke. I thought ministers do not 
have enough time for reading old minutes, however this practice has 
been very helpful.  

Every Church is founded as a mission. Whether or not the Church is 
innovative now, it was in the beginning. When I started at Trinity on the 
1st of September 2024, I found there are many groups and committees 
discussing the same topics and sharing the same opinions. This was 
causing many to feel worn-out. I think it would be beneficial if we had a 
meeting with a larger group of people, as we are an elderly 
congregation, it would make things more efficient and generate more 
creative answers.  

I would like to honour our elderly members and express my duty of 
care to them by freeing them to enjoy worship to the full extent. They should not have to 
worry about smaller things such as are the mics working? Are the slides being displayed on 
the projector correctly? For me the elderly members are the new legends of the old legacy 
of the Trinity Church. They are a strong link and a blessed bridge between Baby Boomers to 
Generation Alpha. They are skilled and seasoned to inspire reaching out to new people if 
not physically then through regular prayers. The old age is true and treasured.                                                                                    

People generally won’t learn from someone they don’t like. 
When a minister takes job in a new large Church, it’s 
important to think about how they can build relationships 
with every member and vice versa. Every Church has a 
likeability factor that seems unteachable but it’s about using 
it to our advantage. If you are able to build relationships, 
you can share your heart and Church experiences with 
others and build connections.

Improving communication, enables everyone to understand the Church vision and feel well 
informed on weekly basis because we are becoming forgetful. Since I have been in Britian, 
stationing and moving is a tiring episode. When the time comes to start a new initiative and 
services, telling the same old stories but finding a way to make it refresh and engaging, 
especially for our young people.  If we try new ways of teaching, we can reach new young 

people expressing that we are real and relevant to this age. This 
can make a huge difference.  

Change isn’t nearly as scary for a Church if change is part of the 
Church’s history. I believe somewhere in the Trinity Church’s 
past lies the keys to a successful future. New initiatives were 
launched by the new ministers and members multiple times in 
the past. I find unlocking this history, will unlock our future.  

During these first 100 days, I have not been able to meet everyone although I am really 
looking forward to it. I have an amazing team I can rely on to help me harvest relationships 
with you all. They have generously assisted me in many ways such as scheduling visits to 
hospitals, hospices, homes etc. I hope to share my heart with all of you and for us to share 
care and kindness. My guess is that a few random acts of kindness each week are quickly 
mentoring sympathy.  

From the 100 days of working in the Circuit and Trinity, I know I have a tough job ahead of me, 
but with the Lord’s blessings, your cooperation and hard work, we will reap the reward of 
seeing the Kingdom advance in your communities. 

During transitional times we face joys, jeers and unexpected challenges. This period of time 
is for us to set prioritises right, and ensuring we bathe them with daily dedicated prayers, and 
setting up a routine to be approachable and available for all.  

I have found a great, friendly and collaborative team in the Circuit and among stewards at 
Trinity Church. I appreciate their support and cooperation during this period of settling in. You 
might have read or heard the announcement regarding our dear friend Rev. Mark’s new 
appointment. No one in the circuit could have predicted that we will be saying goodbye to 
our dear friend this early. We all are both saddened and gladdened for Mark and honour his 
calling for the hospital chaplaincy. I verdict his pastoral heart and his fruitful services. As he 
is preparing to leave in March this sets a variety of new challenges for myself and the 
Leadership Team.

As Carl F. George wrote: “If a church leader has a vision that goes beyond being well thought 
of, a vision that includes harvest, then some important decisions must be made 
intentionally.”

There are two half hour sessions each week, the first 
for years 5 and 6 (only up to 8 children attend), and the second for years 3 and 4 when 
we have to close the doors when the room is full – up to 18 children.

What is unconscious bias? 
‘Unconscious bias refers to a bias of which we are unaware and which happens 
outside of our control. It is a bias that happens automatically and is triggered by 
our brain making quick judgments and assessments of people and situations, 
influenced by our background, cultural environment and personal experiences.' 
Hidden biases have the power to undermine and derail our desire to act justly, and 
fairly towards other people and lots of areas in our decision making. eg, when it 
comes to recruitment, promotion, and openness to new sources of ideas. It is 
possible to be unconsciously biased regarding disability, religion, race, gender, age, 
social class, and more. 
We will be using the video resources for introducing unconscious bias which is 
now available on the Methodist Church Website.
