“For this I was born, and for this I came into the world, to testify 
to the truth. Everyone who belongs to the truth listens to my 
voice” Pilate asked him, “What is truth” John 18:37 b -38 a 
   
What is truth? I think that is a question many people have been 
asking recently. Iam writing this on the day after Rishi Sunak and 
Sajid Javid resigned from Government. Others have followed, 
but no more Cabinet members as yet – surely  a matter of time? 
 
Truth matters It has, though, many perspectives. Perhaps a way 
of illustrating this is to think of a car accident. Two witnesses, on 
opposite sides of the road, could say with complete truth that the 
same car was coming both from the right and the left. Sometimes 
truth requires context to be understood. 
 
Pilate is often vilified for washing his hands of Jesus (Matthew 
27:24), for symbolically cleansing himself of any complicity in 
his death, and putting the blame on others. He was, though, in 
something of a cleft stick: the crowds were  close to rioting,    
demanding nothing less than Jesus’ crucifixion.   
  
They had been stirred up by religious leaders fearful of Jesus’ 
popularity, and who had their own agenda and their own         
demands. What was Pilate to do? He seems to have felt that the 
right thing to do was to   release Jesus, yet those in front of him 
wanted him dead. So he did the wrong thing, and gave them what 
they wanted.

 It is, I think, worth reflecting a bit on my phrase “those 
in front of him”. They were the noisy, roused up ones, 
swept along by their emotions.   
                                                                                                                    
What about those (quite possibly the vast majority) who 
were not shouting, not close to rioting, not calling for   
Jesus’ death? 
    
Were some of the religious leaders also keeping          
quiet, unwilling to put their head above the parapet. 
What did they think, what did they want? Were they 
complicit in Jesus’ death because they did nothing? 
 
Writing in The Times, Danny Finkelstein, in discussing 
Sajid Javid and Rishi Sunak’s decisions, had this to say: 
“….there is one thing you can cling to. One thing that 
issolid. One thing you can rely on. You can do the right 
thing. You’ll never regret that.” 
 
Doing the right thing is active, not passive; doing the 
right thing requires careful thought; doing the right 
thing is always what Jesus would do.   
 
 He is the way, the truth and the life.
