The Conference theme was “Rejoice in Hope”, and there were many
opportunities to listen to people (Clergy and Lay) with their stories of Hope
from the Parishes within the Peterborough Diocese. They spoke of setting up
activities for Mums and Tots, of running holiday clubs, of starting food
banks,of bringing community groups together to enjoy each other’s company
and to integrate those who live on their own and perhaps feel isolated and
lonely. Perhaps you are someone in the villages that we serve who feel lonely
or who have found it difficult to settle into life here or even reintegrate after
the Covid lockdowns? Why not give us a call and chat to us about what you
might findhelpful — chances are that you will not be alone in what you would
like to see develop here.

By the time of reading this we will have entered the period of time before
Christmas which the Church calls Advent, “the coming”. The tradition of
having a calendar with twenty four (some have twenty five) doors to be
opened each day up to Christmas day has given the mis-guided impression
that Advent is about preparing for Christmas, and the reminder about the
birth of Christ in a drafty stable over two thousand years ago. But that is not
the whole point of Advent, which also acts as reminder that one day Jesus
will return in glory and therefore the time of Advent, the start of the
Churches year is for us to think about whether we are ready to meet God
when he comes again, or if we have more work to do in the meantime on our
relationship with Him.

So | would like to wish you a very thoughtful and meditative Advent in
which we can all review and refine if necessary our relationship with God the
Father and Jesus His Son.
