May it be a 
flame for you to build warmth into my heart towards my family, my neighbours 
and all those who meet me. Through this prayer I place in your care those I come 
to remember, especially…........ In leaving this candle, I wish to give you something 

of myself. Help me to continue this prayer into everything I do this day. Amen. 
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THE VICAR WRITES: When visiting a family 

before a baptism service, I often find I have to translate 
the words of the baptism liturgy. Words such as ‘sin’ 
and ‘repentance’ are not the sort of language generally 
used on social media or in typical conversation. I 
cannot assume that our ‘churchy jargon’ will have the 
same – or any - meaning or relevance to everyone. 
 

So, has our current culture lost the language of 
spirituality? We might say that this is not surprising if 
fewer people have anything to do with organised 

religion. Our thoughts might then slip towards a gloomy outlook: of society losing 
direction as it drifts away from the moral compass provided by Christian values. It 
is easy to become despondent about the state of society, but I would suggest that 
there are always opportunities to present the good news of Jesus to people in 
different ways. We just need to be resourceful, imaginative and inquisitive to find 
out these different ways.  
 

At Jesus’s trial, Pontius Pilate asked ‘what is truth?’ – a question that seems to 
resonate within our current culture, where there few absolutes are acknowledge 
and truth can seem more subjective than objective. This subjective truth was 
apparent on a recent trip to the spiritual melting-pot of Glastonbury [the town, 
that is, not the festival].  I spotted a spiritual centre inviting customers to ‘Discover 
Your Own Myth’. This invitation clearly shows that people are searching for a way 
to make sense of life and to understand some of the unexplained and perplexing 
things which happen to them. But how do we engage with this curiosity when 
people have little experience of church or faith, and of the language we use?  
 

The Declaration of Assent, used at Ordination Services, states, ‘which faith the 
Church is called upon to proclaim afresh in each generation.’ As the church we are, 
thus, called to find a way to express our faith which will resonate with the needs 
of our particular generation and its culture. As we try to fulfil this calling, I think it 
could be counterproductive simply and baldly to state that Christianity is the truth 
and expect people to be persuaded by this pronouncement. A better way is to 
share our experience of how Christianity is, for us, a life-giving truth. If we can do 
this then we can invite people to see if Christianity might become their truth, 
while praying that they have a real encounter with the living God. The sharing of 
our personal story is a great way to connect with others and will help them to see 
that Christianity is a living truth with real relevance to them as it is to us.  
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Another way to connect with people is to pray with them. I find that people are 
always moved by the experience of prayer or the knowledge that someone is 
praying for their particular needs. Sometimes it might be the first time that they 
have realised a spiritual dimension to the pressures and concerns they face. 
 

The idea of telling others our story, or praying with them might terrify us. 
However, our story and our prayer need not be complicated or well crafted. 
Honesty and genuine concern speak volumes and cut through the mystique and 
preconceptions about Christianity. Story and prayer form the language which 
resonates with current society, and in them we can find a way to help others 
discover the life giving truth of the gospel for themselves.

EDITORIAL 
 

John Pearce writes: As Steve Dixon has several times affirmed, the Christian 
message by which we seek to live is counter-cultural. Nothing confirms this idea 
more strongly than the language we use in worship. This is easy to see if we 
return, momentarily, to the resplendent poetry of the 1662 Book of Common 
Prayer. On my first day at Darlington Grammar School  in 1955, I was handed a 
cyclostyled copy of the BCP General Thanksgiving, with the instruction that I had 
to be word-perfect in it by the following Monday. Throughout my schooldays I 
must have recited it over fifteen hundred times, which explains why, sixty five 
years on, I can still remember it word for word.  
 

“We bless thee for our creation, preservation, and all the blessings of this life; but 
above all for thine inestimable love in the redemption of the world by our Lord 
Jesus Christ, for the means of grace, and for the hope of glory. And we beseech 
thee, give us that due sense of all thy mercies, that our hearts may be unfeignedly 
thankful, and that we shew forth thy praise, not only with our lips, but in our lives; 
by giving up ourselves to thy service, and by walking before thee in holiness and 
righteousness all our days.....” 
 

All memorable prose has melody and rhythm as well as words, which is why 
prayers like the General Thanksgiving can still thrill and move even those who 
struggle to believe a word of it; and why the 23rd Psalm in the King James Bible still 
rings bells in the most agnostic skull. That is also why the majestic power of these 
texts is also their drawback.  Reading and reciting them can allow their music to 
drown out their meaning, so that we do not actually listen to what we are saying, 
The 1500th rehearsal of the General Thanksgiving or the Lord’s Prayer can come to 
mean little more, deplorably, than the pattered recitation of a multiplication table.  
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These words are written, remember, from my viewpoint: that of a believer.  How 
much more difficult must it be for those not brought up in the language of belief 
to relate to some of the things we say in church?  I joined Holy Saviour’s in 1968, 
at a time when Anglicanism was convulsed by issues of liturgical reform; the first 
Parish Communion I attended was conducted using the Series Two liturgy. I 
remember many discussions of the merits and drawbacks of this change, which 
intensified when Series Three modernised the language of worship more or less 
completely. I had mixed feelings about all of this at the time, and I remember 
resenting the clerical sleight of hand which foisted on us The Alternative Service 
Book which, so far from being alternative, proved to be both compulsory and 
universal. On what I claimed to be purely literary grounds I criticised the language 
of the ASB as being tinny, flabby and unmusical. And I might have got away with 
objecting to it on that score had it not been for the Revd Michael Middleton, then 
the Chaplain at King’s School and our honorary curate, who finally challenged me 
in effect either to put up or shut up. “These liturgies”, he said, are exact 
translations of the originals. If you find them uncomfortable, then it’s probably to 
do with your not wanting to listen to what they have to tell you about yourself in 
plain English. Most of your sins, like mine, are unpleasant shortcomings:  
thoughtlessness, unkindness, selfishness, lack of self-control, greed, bad temper, 
rudeness, petty deception. But that can’t mean that we don’t need forgiveness.”   
 

These were wise words, delivered with a smile which took at least some of the 
sting out of them – but in hindsight it was an explanation calculated to make me, 
as a believer, rethink some of my self-regarding and lazy assumptions about my 
true nature.  That said, it made no difference to the concern we should all have 
that the language of worship can act as a barrier rather than a gateway.  Not long 
ago, I went to Sunday Morning Communion in Iona Abbey where, instead of 
confessing to sinning against our neighbours in thought and word and deed, the 
liturgy required us to depend on God’s mercy to make us new in respect of  
 

“the right roads we avoided travelling, the kindly words we refused to share, for 
the false gods who received our worship and the true selves we have starved of 
love, for the hidden hurts we held on to too tightly and the promises we never 
kept, for the careless use of our time and money, and the lame excuses we should 
never have made.....” 
 

Writing these words even now recalls to me the surge of self-recognition which 
filled my eyes with tears, and my heart with the shame and remorse which were 
the precursors of genuine repentance. I have no idea what Canon Law governs the 
particularisation of liturgy in this fashion, but it strikes me as an experiment which 
could be worth trying out at, let us, say our next service of Public Baptism?

John Pearce writes: In the meantime, readers might find these reviews of 

Archbishop Williams’s book helpful.  These are not by fellow clergy or theologians, 
but by ordinary Christians, collected from the Amazon website where the book can 
be previewed. As such, they perhaps might be more helpful to lay-people.  
From Emma Kirby: I loved Rowan Williams' book Silence and Honey Cakes, which 
explored the lives and wisdom of the early desert fathers and mothers. I bought 
several copies for family and friends and was delighted to discover that Being 
Christian was newly published. It's a wonderfully insightful, interesting and 
elegantly-written exploration of what it means to be Christian. Reviewers have 
mentioned the accessibility of the writing despite the complexity of the subject - 
and I would agree wholeheartedly. It's the sort of book which enlightens, inspires 
and gently educates and I know it is one to which I will return. I plan to give it to 
my nephew, who is to be confirmed tomorrow, but I'd also recommend it to 
anyone who is searching for the bigger picture. 
From Neasa MacEarlean: Rowan Williams is such an interesting person - so 
rational in outlook, and yet so committed to a faith that cannot be proved 
rationally. His powers of logical reasoning are, therefore, used here to explore 
many of the internal lines of reasoning within Christianity. He looks at why, for 
example, baptism takes you "towards the chaos and the neediness of a humanity 
that has forgotten its own humanity". He explains the role of some of the more 
disturbing Bible stories; they are there, he says, so that we can ask ourselves "Who 
are you in this story?" Are you, for example, the prodigal son or the elder brother 
standing at the door? My favourite piece of his logic is his examination of the idea 
that when we say "Forgive us our sins, as we forgive those who sin against us", we 
are saying "Forgive me my sins. Look, I have forgiven the people who sinned 
against me." It had never quite clicked with me that such a (presumptuous but 
courageous) proposition was being put in those words. Having read the book, I can 
also see why the Church is saying now that Europe should be so open to refugees. 
The Bible's recounting of the flight of the Israelites from Egypt suggests that all 
Christians are in some sort refugees, and should do their best to welcome one 
another. I have friends who are not so keen on 'Being Christian' but it is a very 
illuminating book for me.

The Bay Food Bank: John Pearce writes: The Bay Food Bank, like all 

such banks will experience a huge rise in demand during the school holidays, as 
this report from the Trussel Trust makes clear.  
 

“Last year the number of supplies given to adults decreased slightly in the summer 
months, whereas the level of support needed for children was markedly higher: 
during July and August 2018, The Trussell Trust’s network of over 420 foodbanks 
provided over 204,525 three day emergency supplies, 74,011 of which went to 
children. In comparison, during May and June 2018 70,510 supplies went to 
children. Over a third of all food distributed by the Food Bank network throughout 
the year goes to children, but there is extra financial pressure to provide main 
meals during the school holidays for families who rely on free school meals during 
term time.

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Last year’s report from The All Party Parliamentary Group on Hunger estimated 
the loss of free school meals during the holidays adds between £30 and £40 a 
week to parents’ outgoings. 
 

During the summer months of 2017, more tonnes of food were distributed by 
foodbanks in The Trussell Trust’s network than were received as donations, and 
this – combined with a recent upturn in foodbank use – has prompted the charity 
to ask the public check with their local foodbank what donations are most needed 
in their local area this summer. 
 

Whilst these donations are vital for meeting immediate need during the holidays, 
the charity warns foodbanks cannot be long-term solution and has called for 
better support to be in place all-year round to protect people from hunger. 
 

Samantha Stapley, Director of Operations at The Trussell Trust, explains:   
 
“Foodbanks cannot, and must not, be a long term to solution to hunger at any time 
of year. No one should face going hungry, and although our network will be doing 
all they can this summer to help families struggling to make the money they have 
stretch to cover the essentials, no charity can replace people having enough money 
for the basics.  
 

“There are changes we can make as a nation to help during the holidays, but if we 
are to protect each other from hunger whatever the time of year, we have to go 
further than that. We know particular groups of people are most likely to need a 
foodbank, so let’s make sure no one is swept into destitution. Our benefits system 
can, and must, act as an anchor to protect people from being pulled into poverty.”  
 

Across the UK this summer there will be a range of different projects aiming to 
support families, from holiday clubs run by foodbanks in The Trussell Trust’s 
network, to council-run projects in Scotland, Welsh government funding for 
schemes in Wales, and the Department for Education’s recently announced pilot, 
which will fund existing holiday provision in England. 
 

Against this backdrop of practical responses, The Trussell Trust is urging policy 
makers not to lose sight of the underlying issues that leave families needing 
foodbanks at any time of year. The charity is calling for better support for families 
to be in place throughout the year by unfreezing child benefits and making 
changes to work allowances so families keep more of their earnings before 
Universal Credit payments are reduced

SAINTS ALIVE! [3] 
 

 

 
 

Ciive Harper writes: Sitting in Church on Palm Sunday my eyes strayed to 

the stained glass window on my left and there were the words: ‘feed my Sheep’; 
‘feed my lambs’ and I recalled that those were the words of the risen Christ to 
Peter, or Saint Peter whose feast day falls on 29th June; together with that of St 
Paul as is fitting for the two great saints and leaders of the early Church. The

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majority of our knowledge about St Peter (and indeed St Paul) comes from the 
Bible though most of us understand that, traditionally, Peter is holder of the keys 
of the Kingdom, the main door keeper to the Heavenly places. 
 

Peter was first introduced to Jesus by his brother Andrew; indeed that is how we 
all come to Jesus when someone introduces us. And when Jesus was choosing His 
Apostles Peter very soon rose to a leadership position; he was one of the inner 
circle, as it were, who were chosen to go with Jesus on special occasions like the 
healing of the daughter of Jairus or the revelation on the Mount of 
Transfiguration. It seems that Jesus was training Peter for his future role as a 
leader of the early church. 
 

Peter was an impulsive man and yet a devoted follower of Jesus; so there were 
many lessons to be learned along the way , as we all know from our own lives, and 
some difficult situations as when Peter tried not to allow Jesus to wash his feet; or 
when he denied Jesus as Jesus said he would. But these are all part of the lessons 
to be learned if we are to grow up into Christ.  
 

And so, when Jesus rose from the dead, we read that he appeared first to Peter 
and then, by the lake, Jesus gave those instructions to Peter: feed my lambs, feed 
my sheep. And history tells us that Peter did just that; he gave the first Christian 
sermon in the streets of Jerusalem; he resisted the Jewish authorities when they 
attempted to restrain the preaching of the Apostles; and he performed many signs 
and wonders in the name of Jesus.  And when it was time for the Gospel to be 
carried to the Gentiles, it was through Peter that a Roman Centurion named 
Cornelius, and his household, received the Holy Spirit and became Christians. 
 
Peter died in Rome and it is believed his human remains lie in the great Basilica 
there; it is said that the manner of his death emulated that of his Master for we 
understand that he too was crucified.  
 

Peter was not his birth name, that was Simon; but Jesus, when He called Him also 
called him Cephas or Petros; Greek for Peter (or Pierre if you are French) the point 
being that the word means a stone or a small rock. And indeed, in his first letter, 
St Peter calls us all to be stones, living stones, part of the structure of the Church 
Universal resting on the chief corner stone which is Christ Himself. 
 
So whilst the Church is founded on Christ, the Rock of Ages, St Peter is rightly 
honoured as the Apostle through whom that fact was first revealed at Caesarea 
Philippi  when by the Holy Spirit Peter was able to say of Jesus: ‘You are the Christ, 
the Son of the living God’; and so say all of us. 
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ECO TIPS........ 
 

John Pearce writes: Prompted by an email from Linda Benneworth, I 

googled Christian Eco-tips and found information on the website of Trinity United 
Reformed Church, Wimbledon; my thanks to them for permission to re-cycle it.   
 

Reduce, Re-Use, Re-Cycle are sustainability’s most powerful commands. 
 

Reduce your exposure to unethical consumption. It’s easy to research; for 
example Ethical Consumer magazine provides reliable, evidenced info about your 
daily shop, disclosing detail across a range of consumer brands such as 
supermarkets, banks, home electronics.  
Reduce your CO2 emissions from the power you buy. Switch to suppliers of 100% 
zero-carbon electricity and gas. Ecotricity and Good Energy are market leaders; 
Ovo, Ebico and municipal suppliers Robin Hood and Bristol Energy are new firms. 
Reduce your transport emissions. Use public transport or car-sharing to reach 
shops, church or friends.  
Reduce your school run. Ask your school about ‘walking buses’; organise one for 
your street. Cycle-training on-road for Year 6 pupils produces self-reliance:  
Reduce your flying. Question the flights your family really needs. Are airlines’ 
offset schemes for emissions really any more than ‘conscience money’ delivering 
meagre benefits long after the damage has been done? 
Reduce energy waste at home. For an energy audit, consult a qualified Domestic 
Energy Assessor. Advice on energy efficiency grants is on the government’s 
website.  
Reduce wrapping. Challenge store managers about excessive packaging. Who 
needs coconuts wrapped in cellophane?  
Reduce meat. Producing a pound of beef takes nine times the energy used for a 
pound of grain. Eat less, better quality red meat, bulking meals out with steamed 
vegetables, including those new to you. 
Reduce your reliance upon corporations with a questionable approach to tax. 
Ethical alternatives abound: for example, Berlin-based internet search engine 
Ecosia plants trees, dependent on your number of searches. Ecosia claims nearly 
10 million plantings already, and targets 1 billion by 2020. 
 

Re-use: your smile, your appreciation! Start conversations with strangers – and 
not just those who dress and speak like you. Make time to communicate your 
thanks to strangers doing essential, undervalued jobs – street cleaners, car park 
attendants, parking wardens, shop assistants. Do so even if they are not serving 
you directly.

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Learn, use and Re-Use “Thank you” in some of our country’s myriad foreign 
tongues. ‘Jin koo ya’ to Polish folk, ‘mersi’ or ‘multumesc’ to Romanians, ‘kam sah 
han nee da’ to Koreans, ‘shukriya’ in Urdu, or ‘grazie’ to Italians.  
Tuck any foldable bag – yes, even plastic! – into your handbag or pocket. Why pay 
the additional fee when you get to the till? 
Borrow books, music or DVDs from libraries or friends. Share, swap opinions, ask 
for recommendations. Libraries need more users to defend their budgets – use 
them, or lose them. 
Print documents on both sides of the paper; “duplex” printing, as it is known. If 
your eyesight’s good enough, print 2 pages per side, so 4 pages on one sheet. 
‘Settings’ on your printer or word processing software will show you how. 
 

Re-cycle old clothes, or usable household goods.  Hospices like St Oswalds’ s re-
sell donated furniture. Benefitting Oxfam, M&S stores operate Schwop, a 
collection scheme for unwanted clothes; but you need to buy a new item. 
Re-cycle old jokes, old stories, old memories with friends. Top up with fresher 
ones! 
Re-cycle food scraps. Compost is not smelly! Collect scraps in a bin, build a heap 
outside, wait some months as they rot down, then dig them into your vegetable 
patch – very satisfying! Share with the neighbours. 
Re-cycle others’ knowledge of food growing. Lucky enough to possess a garden? 
Dig up part of it, teach yourself how easy it is to grow vegetables. Ask your 
neighbours how – or your kids; many schools now run a vegetable garden. Save 
money, enjoy the taste! 
Re-cycle the Good News. Communicate all that your church is doing, to strangers, 
to work-mates, students – and above all, to other churches! The word is growing. 
As Christians, it’s our duty to bear witness, to get active. 

 

PS: there are twenty tips in the list above, at least a dozen of which are 

practicable and easy.  I can claim that I habitually try to put into practice eight of 
them [as my friends will readily attest, probably through gritted teeth, one of 
these is the recycling of old jokes, stories and memories].  How about you?  
 

And finally, some secular food for thought from the philosopher 

Epicurus [341 – 270 BC]:  
 

“Is God willing to prevent evil, but not able? – then he is not omnipotent.  Is he 
able, to prevent evil but not willing to – then he is malevolent. Is he both able and 
willing to prevent evil? - then whence cometh evil?  Is he neither able nor willingto 
prevent evil? – then why call him God?”
