Lent

Along with some of my friends, we’ve been indoors for so long now, that we
forget what day of the week it is. One way that I try to keep track is by having set
meals on certain days. Fortunately, the week beginning 15 February gave us
some other markers and dates to put in our diaries: Pancake Day on Shrove Tues-
day and Ash Wednesday, the beginning of Lent. The last week of Lent is known
as Holy Week, which begins on Palm Sunday (28th March) and ends with Good
Friday when Jesus died by crucifixion, followed by Holy Saturday when he lay
in the tomb. With Lent over, we celebrate with joy the resurrection of Christ on
Easter Sunday, the 4th April this year. Lent is a time for Christians to give more
time to prayer, Bible reading and good works, as they contemplate the sacrifice
made by Jesus on the cross.

Lent (simply named after the fact that the days ‘lengthen’ at this time of year)
lasts for six and a half weeks. There are actually 40 days of Lent, to remember
the 40 days Jesus spent alone in the wilderness before beginning his public min-
istry. Sundays during Lent are not counted in the 40 days because Sunday is al-
ways a day of celebration, when Christians remember the resurrection of Christ.

Halfway through Lent, the fourth Sunday is Mothering Sunday, popularly known
as Mother’s Day, on 14th March. This gives some relief to this long period of
Lent, which is a serious time for Christians. Let’s hope, with the vaccination of
older people by then, we can make more of it this year.

Traditionally, Lent is a time of fasting, of going without, because Jesus fasted for
40 days in the wilderness. In times past, Shrove Tuesday was a time to use up all
the rich foods, like eggs, milk and oil in pancakes, before the Lenten fast began.
Christians still see this period as a time of self-discipline and many try to give up
bad habits and over-indulgence during Lent. But I remember the Rev. Neil Tay-
lor saying, “Don’t beat yourself up during Lent!”” And this year, our second Lent
in lockdown, I think we should enjoy any little treats that might help us get
through these difficult times.

Instead of giving up things, why not try to do something special during these six
weeks leading up to Easter? We are encouraging members of our three churches
to join our homegroups on Zoom and to ‘Live Lent’ together. That’s the title of a
little booklet we are using, which gives a daily Bible reading, short reflection and
a daily challenge. The focus is on ‘Care for God’s Creation’, which affects us all,
and all are welcome to join us (for more details contact Tina in the Benefice Of-
fice on efloffice3@gmail.com ).

Before the solemnity of Good Friday and the glory
of the resurrection on Easter Day, Christians have the opportunity to remember
Christ’s withdrawal into the desert for forty days. It is a time to re-evaluate, a mo-
ment where we can turn away from the luxuries and distractions of daily life and
face God. In so doing, we face light, love and life.’

Buying cleaning agents with a spare and then sending the bottles back to
the company for refills instead of throwing them away

Buying Fairtrade foods and non- disposable nappies

Concern was also shown for our carbon footprint and the young people are now
looking at the many ways in which they can help to reduce this, such as, energy
use at home, car sharing, meat free days and fashion - where do their clothes
come from?

We met one young man called Abdul Nsereko. He came from a Muslim family but
had made the very brave step of receiving Jesus Christ as his Lord and Saviour,
becoming a Christian .

So when we
met Abdul he was living in a store cupboard at the school , he had lost everything
or had he?

On New Year’s eve 2020 we received a phone call totally out of the blue and it was
Abdul , he had managed to track us down ! I am delighted to say that far from hav-
ing lost everything, with God’s blessing he now has a successful and fulfilling life.
He stayed on at the school, passed all his exams and then made it to University
where he passed a degree in Law . Abdul now works as a lieutenant in The Uganda
Army legal department and is currently serving in Mogadishu , Somalia with the
peace keeping team . He is married and has a baby son. It was quite amazing that
He was able to join our Sunday Zoom service from Somalia and share his story.

I wonder how many feel they have currently lost everything and are “Shut in a vir-
tual cupboard” at the moment . Well I believe ,that Just like Abdul , as you put your
faith and trust in Jesus he will lead you out of the cupboard and has a bright and
promising future for you . I encourage you to reach out today by saying a simple
prayer to Jesus . You will be amazed what he can do in your life.

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FAREWELL ASHLEY RIVETT

The village is mourning the loss of another
of its larger-than-life characters following
the news that Ashley Rivett passed away on
Wednesday (27 January) at the age of 63.
Ashley was brought up in St Martin's Drive
and many villagers will remember attending
primary school and Eynsford cubs & scouts
with him. He later followed in his father’s
footsteps by becoming a scout troop leader.

After leaving Swanley Comprehensive sec-
ondary school Ashley worked at The Telegraph newspaper group and then changed
careers to become a security guard. He was always involved in village life, assist-
ing the Vicar at St Martin’s Church, and making occasional appearances for The
Riverside Players. One of his appearances is still amusingly remembered when,
during a performance of She Stoops to Conquer, he delivered the immortal line
‘The Squire has got spunk in him’ with such gusto that the audience burst into
laughter.

Other village pursuits included being a founder player with Darent Valley RFC
after an inaugural match on Harrow Meadow in 1977 between The Five Bells and
The Lion Hotel, Farningham. It is fair to say Ashley was an even bigger supporter
of the after-match entertainment and other club events. He never missed the annual
trip to the Epsom Derby or the Oval Ball. Ashley also helped organise club nights
in The Coach House at The Pied Bull in Farningham. Alongside rugby, he was a
keen football fan and volunteered for a number of years as a steward at Charlton
Athletic.Ashley could often be found socialising in the Five Bells and he also
worked behind the bar when David and Di Kerr were the landlords. He made a
brief appearance in ‘20 Miles from Piccadilly’, the 1994 fly-on-the-wall TV docu-
mentary about living in Eynsford.

He found romance later in life after meeting up again with Sandra, one of his for-
mer sweethearts. After getting married they eventually moved to live in Al-
dingbourne, West Sussex, but Ashley made regular visits back to the village to
meet up with old friends in ‘The Bells’. In normal circumstances many of Ashley’s
friends and former work colleagues would have been at his funeral on 11 February
at the Reynolds (funeral director) chapel in Bognor Regis to pay their respects. Un-
fortunately, the pandemic meant numbers were restricted, but once conditions al-
low social gatherings, those who knew Ashley can meet up in The Bells to give
him a proper send off.

It is with great sadness that I am writing to tell of my
mother’s passing. Sheila was born in Downham,
where she lived for four years before moving to Lee
with her four-year old sister Doreen, mother, father
and grandparents. In 1939, Sheila and Doreen were
evacuated to Deal, then Folkestone and eventually to
Abertillery in South Wales. Returning to London in
1943 at the age of sixteen, Sheila was determined to
find work. After a six-month gardening course in
Northamptonshire, she became a journeyman at
Tewin Water House in Welwyn, Hertfordshire. In
her late teens she returned to her family in Lee work-
ing as a landscape gardener. After a while Shei-

la decided to find indoor work.

There was a shortage of teachers after the war, so
Sheila took a foundation course at Goldsmiths,
which is where she and my father Mick fell in love. They were married in 1948.
Sheila was 21, Mick 25. They moved in with Mick's family in Woolwich, completed
their training and both worked as teachers. They often cycled with friends to
Eynsford and fell for the area, moving to Eynsford Rise (with Sheila’s parents) in
1953. Later that year they adopted Richard and two years later, Stephen. After Rich-
ard began school, Sheila decided to start a nursery school from home. This ran hap-
pily for many years. In the mid-sixties, she started remedial teaching at Horton Kirby
School, followed by natural studies, modern dance and eventually bamboo pipe mak-
ing and playing until she retired in 1980.

As a child she was infatuated with ballet, and in the sixties and seventies, belonged
to a modern dance company, which frequently had shows. Sheila also sang alto for
many years in St Martins Church Choir, and in the Darent Valley Choir. Another
keen interest for both Sheila and Mick was gardening, and they had an allotment on
the EIm Tree site in Station Road. Sheila joined with friends in Eynsford Rise to
make music and to share her love of poetry.

Mum was a calm person, happy with life, and she lived it to the full. She had so
many talents, an adventurous spirit and she made life-long friends, who along with
the family, will miss her deeply.

So after a torrid few months, with many of us suffering hardship and tragedy, we
must learn to look up, to respect each other, to return to our natural caring and
sharing ways, and, most of all, to allow nature to take us by the hand and lead us
out of the tunnel into the sunlight.

And so, another month of lockdown and no doubt, one or two more to follow.
However there are optimistic signs that spring is around the corner in many ways.
Snow drops are showing their little heads, daffs are forcing their way above the
soil and the days are getting lighter. On a human front, the vaccine rollout is
gathering pace with more and more of our older and vulnerable residents receiv-
ing the ‘jab’. It may still be cold and wet, but the future is more encouraging that
it has been over the last few months.

The recent snow highlighted the disruption that can be caused to both the roads
and the pavements. While Kent County Council grit the main roads, often the
more minor ones and pavements are not covered. It is for this reason that salt
bins are located at strategic points around the village for hardy residents to dis-
tribute around ‘at risk’ locations. Please use this salt freely — if the supply runs
low please advice the PC and we can ask KCC or replenish. It should be stressed
that this salt is only intended for public areas (roads, paths etc) and not for per-
sonal use on private properties.

And so to day-to-day matters with which your Parish Council is dealing. We
have for a number of years had four sub-committees dealing with various areas
of village life — Planning, Highways & Transportation, Community & Environ-
ment and Recreation. Each is chaired by a Councillor. Following a review, it
was decided the expand the Committees to better reflect our current environment
and priorities. So we now have five — the first three as above remain as existing
but the two new committees are Open Spaces and Facilities & Environment (born
out of Recreation).

During this period of lockdown, the Parish Office is closed to visitors. However
black and clear sacks are left outside the Parish office in Priory Lane if residents
require more. Please advise the Clerks if supplies run out (see contact details
below).

As residents will be aware, the council has recently created the ‘Eynsford Green
Team’ to look at all aspects of our natural environment. One of their first tasks is
to plant a new hedge on the access road to the Castlefield allotments where old
trees had been removed. This will take place when planting conditions are right.
The team is always looking for ‘green’ projects and plantings, so do let us know
if you have any proposals.

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50" Anniversary of Decimal Currency on 15.2.1971

The paragraph in the February report from FELHS about the 50 anniversary
of decimal coinage on 15.2.1971 brought back several memories. At the same
time the postmen were on strike from 20™ January 1971 for some seven weeks
until 8" March 1971, which meant that very few of the booklets about the dec-
imal currency due to be delivered to households were in fact delivered. There
was, of course, information in the newspapers and on television, where one
heard a jingle saying “Use your old coppers in sixpenny lots.” There were
some grumbles from local businesses that we should have gone decimal at the
beginning of the financial year, as there would have been less accounting
problems, but overall it was an easy changeover. Pocket conversion tables
were readily available so people knew the recommended conversions for the
old pennies, which did not all convert exactly. Both old 9d and 10d became
the new 4p, and so one could gain by leaving £X Xs 9d in a bank account just
before the changeover.

My mother did not approve of calling the changeover day “D Day” as that, as
she rightly pointed out, had been 6.6.1944. Another memory I have is that the
popular police television series, “Z Cars”, had an episode which included a
man who had just been released from prison and could not cope with the new
money.

At the time [ was in my last year training to be a librarian (working in a col-
lege library) and was due to have my final examination results (the examina-
tions having been taken in November 1970) posted to arrive on Monday 8"
February. As the postmen were on strike, candidates were allowed to ring up
The Library Association for their results (which they had never allowed be-
fore). Stamped addressed envelopes for these results had been given in back
in the autumn, when second class postage was the old 4d. However, second
class postage went up on 15.2.1971 to the new 2%%p (old 6d) and, when the
postmen returned to work, in order to post the results The Library Association
had to add stamps to many envelopes — and complained about the cost in their
journal.

As for joining the Common Market (also mentioned as being in 1971) we did
not in fact join it until 1.1.1973.

KCC’s new draft five year Road Safety Strategy for Kent consultation runs until 15
March 2021 and is available to read at www.Kent.gov.uk/visionzero

This consultation is KCC seeking input from the public (and councillors) to help
KCC find out if we think their proposals meet our needs. KCC invite us all to re-
spond by clicking the link in their “Have your say” box, or by clicking their
“Respond” box — I mention this because they are both way down on the introductory
page to their consultation.

We would hope that this means that preventative safety measures might move fur-
ther up Kent Highways Department’s priorities now that it costs an average of £2.2
million to clear up after a fatality on the roads.

A20 laybys:

We raised with KCC councillor Roger Gough the dirty and unhygienic state of
laybys on the A20, both in the recently extended one on Farningham Hill and in the
one approaching Brands Hatch. These are both used as overnight stops by lorries
and vans and neither provide toilet facilities. Cllr Gough said provision of toilet fa-
cilities in such areas was not practical for a number of reasons and suggested that
Sevenoaks District Council be approached to provide enhanced cleaning in these
areas.

Future meetings:

We will continue to hold our monthly meetings on the first Wednesday of the month
but in a break from tradition we will this year meet in August. As a consequence we
will not have a monthly meeting in September. There is additional provision for
monthly planning meetings as and when required.

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ARE CARS ELECTRIC?

If you drive a car, you are no doubt well aware of the recent government an-
nouncement to end the sales of new petrol and diesel cars from 2030. So what
will that actually mean for a village like ours? In ten years time will we all be
whizzing around in super silent, tree hugging, electro gliding machines? Will a
trip down to Rafferty’s or Norman’s run the gauntlet of trying not to trip over a
multitude of electric cables strung across the pavement to charge cars? Will
charging your lovely new motor be as simple as plugging in the kettle for a cup
of tea? The future is undoubtably green but a lot of the choices around cars,
charging and infrastructure pose some tricky questions.

Firstly, as all you petrol heads
who’ve read this far without

flinching at the mention of the
words electric and car in the \’f
same sentence will know, it’s
only “new” cars that will stop
being petrol. The average age

of a car on the road is around
7- 8 years old. That means a . .
lot of us will still be driving

around sitting on top of a fuel

tank rather than an outsize

battery come 2030. Purchase

of a battery electric vehicle

(BEV) can set you back

something in the region of an extra £10k on a new and even £7-8 k on a 2-3
year old second hand model compared to a petrol vehicle. So the economy of
buying electric needs to be thought through carefully. And that’s before we
even start to talk about ”Range anxiety”, the fear that holds many of us back
from dipping our toes in the electric waters.

When you’re on that family camping holiday trip down to Cornwall at some
point you will pull into a petrol station to fill up the tank. If there’s no queue,
it’s all done nozzle to tank and swipe the plastic in a matter of minutes. So
what happens when your electric car nears the bottom of that overnight charge
that was going to take you all the way to Lands End? A half hour stop at a Rap-
id Charging point at the service station while you grab a coffee and bun will
add 80 - 90 miles. According to Zap-Map, which provides a guide to the UK’s
charging infrastructure, there are currently around 4,800 locations provid-

ing 7,500 individual chargers. Soon charging points will outnumber petrol sta-
tion across the country!

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However not all charging points are the same and this brings us back to
Eynsford. Rapid Charge SOKw points use DC current and are mostly found
along major route roads and not all BEV’s are adapted to use them. Fast charg-
ing points 7kW will take around eight hours to fully replenish an electric car’s
batteries from zero charge. The majority of public charging stations offer this
rate. So most charging of your electric car will be done at home with a charging
box installed to fully charge the car overnight and there is a government grant
scheme of £350 towards domestic EV chargers. Great if you’ve got a garage or
drive. As we well know, a cursory glance down the high street says otherwise.
So if we are all to be driving shiny new electric cars off the garage forecourt
come 2030, where are the people with only on street parking going to charge
them?

Kent County Council has been promoting a scheme to help fund charging points
but these must be 2m away from the highway so wouldn’t be of use for many
residents. Possible areas that could be good for charging points are outside the
Parish office car park, the village car park, station car park and eventually the
new village hall car park. Should we be totally concentrating on charging points
for residents vehicles or should the mix also include rapid charging points for
those passing through on longer journeys? What comes first, the installation of
lots of charging points or a sizeable growth in the uptake of electric cars? Every
parking space that is converted to an electric car charging station is one less
place to park.

The government has laid down the gauntlet. The car industry is turning its focus
on electric car production. So installing charging points in the village is some-
thing that is going to happen. Where, for who and who’s paying is the debate
that has hardly started yet. Here in Eynsford and for the whole of the U.K.

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cils to identify areas where publicly accessible charging points are required for
the use of local people i.e. those who do not have access to off-road parking.
They are also offering financial support to Parish Councils that put together a
case for inclusion in the scheme.

They have a preference for siting charge-points in areas that are owned by par-
ish councils and that are in residential areas, especially those where off-road
parking is limited. With that in mind, we are considering the possibility of in-
stalling some charging points in the village car park for the particular benefit of
residents of Willow Terrace, but also for visitors to the village that need a
quick charge.

We'd like to be in the next wave of villages to receive funding from KCC,
some villages having received assistance in financial year 2020-2021, but there
is some work to do and probably some technical advice required.

must wait and watch to see which plants will survive .

We were fortunate to have Adam Bailey and Donna giving their time and expertise
to prune the second silver birch tree in a square tub at the front of the car

park .Two and a half hours concentrated work reduced its size to complement the
one in the corner which Adam pruned last autumn . Thank you Adam .

Regular volunteers have worked every week by going directly to eight different
sites . A great deal of winter weeding , pruning and cutting back has been
achieved . In Crockenhill Lane a large Phlomis plant was lifted , divided into
twelve and replanted on other sites . Self sown poppy seedlings were spread to
nearby spaces . In Butchers Lane , after weeding , forget-me-not plants were lift-
ed , divided and replanted .

Cutting back the Rose of Sharon at the top of Fern Bank wall needs more return
visits to complete . The border below has been tidied but some plants need replac-
ing . The perennials at the top of the village hall drive have been cut back and ti-
died . Buddleia and other shrubs at the A 225 Gap Site have been cut back espe-
cially from the pavement . A carpet of twigs under the lime tree at the front of St.
Martin's Church yard were raked up before the snowdrops developed . The Lonic-
era hedge in Muddy Lane and the ivy hedge at the front of the car park have been
cut back . The car park border beside Ford House has been weeded and needs new
plants , possibly four fuchsias .

Hopefully everyone is feeding the birds in their garden and giving them fresh wa-
ter daily . Please break the ice in the puddles to give the birds , mammals and other
wild life more drinking sites . Nine different birds have been seen at the station
including the wren , goldcrest and long tailed tit . Along Lullingstone Lane nine
different birds have been seen including moorhen , little grebe , tufted duck , cattle
egret , and three grey herons . Three buzzards were rising in a thermal near Oliver
Shaw .Red wing are in Harrow Meadow hedges and fieldfare feeding on the
ground in the oil seed rape .

Primroses have been blooming all year in Nine Hole Wood . Snowdrops are in full
bloom . I can smell the beautiful sarcococca perfume in gardens around the vil-
lage . Bumble bees have been visiting hyacinths and early crocus. The early long
hazel catkins and tiny red flowers may have been ruined by the frost . Thankfully
the days are getting longer .

By now, a good chunk of us ought to have had at 1emﬁtjab of the corona
vaccine (Oxford/AZ strain at the Swanley or another local hub) and be waiting
patiently for the second. Two weeks is then needed for antibodies to be effective,
though at the time of writing in early February, lockdown continues to be a legal
requirement and we should be staying at home except for essential journeys; so
even with the jabs, it means we can’t do very much yet a while.

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History corner - Jan Wilkes

I never met Diana Clark but over the years we communicated by letter and over
the phone. It is with great sadness that I heard that she had died and I can see
from various things said and written that she was held in affection by many peo-
ple for her great personality and her wonderful singing voice. She wrote to me
about her ancestors and hoped one day people would read about them, well here
is your chance, in Diana’s own words....

THOMAS COUCHMAN - BLACKSMITH (Part 1)

‘It was strange thinking I with my family to be starting a new chapter in our lives
when we left Eynsford to move to Suffolk. I did not realise my ancestors would
follow me! I had over the years collected a modicum of information, I could then
lay them to rest. That did not happen!

I was born in Eynsford and my husband John Clark was born over the hill in
Woodlands. His grandfather and great grandfather g~
had been tenant farmers in Woodlands, all buried in
the Churchyard. It’s not hard to collect ancestors!!

So, our ancestors have come to Suffolk with us.
Fortunately, I have kept papers and photographs
that date back to 1800. I found we have family in
four villages, in Otford, Eynsford, Farningham and
West Kingsdown.

My great grandfather Thomas Couchman was born
in Otford son of the village Blacksmith, he worked
well with his father, but he was in his early twenties
and wanted a smithy of his own. He had met and
courted a young lady who was in service in Otford.
Her name was Alice Barber, her parents lived in Malt Shovel Row Cottages.
Their names were Henry
and Ann Barber. Thomas
and Alice were married,
where their first two chil-
dren were born Adam and
Eve.

When the Blacksmith’s
Forge in Farningham High
Street became vacant, they
moved their little family to
a stone cottage further up
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the High Street. They soon added another seven children to the family. My
grandmother named after her mother Alice was one of the Couchman family.

My great grandmother Couchman kept close contact with her mother Ann Barber
in Eynsford and visited her often in Malt Shovel Row.

When Alice’s father Henry Barber returned from the Crimea War in 1856, he
was in the ‘Light Brigade’. When Ann Barber’s husband and his regiment ar-
rived in Maidstone, Ann and daughter Alice Couchman had walked to Maidstone
to meet him!

Most of the Barber male members of the family were builders and brick layers, it
was the Barber family who built Rablus Place, Farningham. This is where my
grandmother Alice Couchman, daughter of Thomas and Alice Couchman, came
to live in Rablus Place. Grandmother Alice had married Sydney Mills from West
Kingsdown’

National Overview. January began with a spell of generally cold frosty
weather with wintry showers at times in eastern areas. From the 10th a mild-
er and more unsettled regime became established in the south. It was often
very wet in the third week, turning colder between the 22nd and 25th, then it
was mild and wet, especially in the south, during the closing days of the
month. The mean temperature for January was provisionally 1.2°C below the
long-term average, which made it the coldest January since 2010. Rainfall
was 150% of average, and it was a wet month with some places having more
than twice the normal amount. Sunshine was just 78% of average, making
it the dullest January since 2002.

In Eynsford the year has got off to a very wet start with 230% of average
rainfall on 22 days. It was the wettest January since 2014 and the third wet-
test since 1949. We had several frosts in the first week and then between the
22nd and 27th.
