Words of wisdom from The Prayer Course

The Lord’s Prayer can be used in two quite distinct ways:

As a model. The Lord’s Prayer serves as the ultimate prototype. It is a condensed liturgical poem clearly
intended for frequent repetition. It teaches us what to pray.

As a map. The Lord’s Prayer guides us as we express the things on our hearts. Each line can be applied and
expanded in personal conversation with the Father. It teaches us how to pray.

Just its first two words, ‘Our Father’ prompt us to pause and pray for our families. ‘Hallowed be your
name’ is an invitation to worship. ‘Let your Kingdom come’ is an opportunity to request help for the par-
ticular people, places and situations on our hearts. ‘Give us this day our daily bread’ invites us to pray
about our most practical needs. ‘Forgive us our sins’ is a challenge to name the ways in which we have
sinned.
