When Jesus ascended to the father’s right hand, angels appeared to the disciples
and said “.... why do you stand gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus who was
taken up from you into heaven, will so come in like manner, as you saw Him go into
heaven.” (Acts 1:11).

The early Church lived eagerly anticipating that Christ would return any day soon
and this influenced their lives and witness for Christ as they lived in a state of
preparedness for His return. We, too, like the early disciples are “called” to serve
Christ and carry out His mission here on earth in the anticipation of His return. By
preaching the gospel and calling sinners to repentance, we fulfill the call to love
God and love one another, as we pray “Thy kingdom come, thy will be done”

Two thousand years or more have gone by since Christ ascended to heaven and
still He waits. He waits, patiently as Peter tells us, (2 Peter 3:9) tells us,”... not
willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance”. May we
take every opportunity He provides to lead others to Him before it is too late.

Christ may come back sooner than we expect, to judge the living and the dead (Rev
22:12). Pray that God may fill us with a sense of urgency to be prepared for Him
and not be ashamed at His coming. (1 John 4:28).

The Book of Revelation ends on this joyous note: “Surely | come quickly.
Amen.” (Rev 22:20). Maranatha! Even so come Lord Jesus.
