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In our world today we live in an age of distractions and electronic “noise.” That is why Jesus’
practice of withdrawing for some quiet time and prayer speaks even more to our need for
calm and solitude.

Because of the increasing busyness of our lives and the stresses this brings about on our
mind and body, people have a yearning for quietness and calm. As a result many are
turning to practices such as Yoga, Tai Chi, crystals and Buddhism-inspired meditation as a
means to shed the stress and restore a sense of balance and equilibrium to their life.

While there is a need for stillness, and the psalmist speaks to his soul and says, “In silent
stillness wait my soul for God...” Psalm 62:5 translation mine. This stillness can only come
by being in the presence of the Lord. When the Bible speaks of meditation, it always speaks
of it in the context of meditating or waiting in the Lord’s presence. Sitting in His presence
and meditating and communing with Him, leads us to a greater place of peace in our minds
and subsequently our lives. Allow the Word of God to wash your thoughts and cleanse
them.

Beware, Eastern practice of meditation which focuses on nothingness opens us to all kinds
of other bondages because we bypass the natural defence God has given us against the
devil’s attacks on our minds. The Bible calls us to come out from among them, and again,
“let not these things be named among you.”

A Rectory Study Paper will deal with this subject in greater depth and scriptural support.
