There’s something apt about beginning our celebration of the resurrection, as we do, at 

Tunstall Church: lighting a fire in the ruined nave as the light of Easter Eve begins to fade, 

listening to the account in Exodus of the drowning of the Egyptian army in the Sea of 

Reeds. The atmosphere is one of mystery: no one witnessed the work of God in the 

darkness of the tomb, when the Sabbath ended as the sun set. 

What had occurred was discovered at first light. But it’s significant that what was 

discovered was an absence: an empty tomb. The words of the angel, He is not here, 

present a joyful reality; but they don’t sound as though they do. In any other setting 

these words would signify a disappointment: You’ve come to see Jesus? I’m afraid he’s not 

here. At the empty tomb they meet with a mix of emotions, which include perplexity, 

distress and even fear. 

We need to be reminded that new life rises out of situations of darkness, difficulty and 

distress. Each year, the green shoots of spring witness to that truth; as does the Church’s 

concurrent proclamation (in the northern hemisphere) of Easter. Yet new life doesn’t 

necessarily come easily or readily. Spring nearly always proceeds with false starts and 

setbacks. We may find new beginnings elusive; hard to believe or painful to conceive. 

The jagged ruins of Tunstall’s nave say that the living Church has moved on from there 

and is now to be found elsewhere – although sometimes that’s not far away, in the 

roofed part which was the chancel; into which we move on Easter Eve, carrying our 

candles, to renew our baptismal vows. Perhaps the most fitting Easter egg is not the 

chocolate one, but the jagged eggshell which tells us that something has hatched – and 

left the nest. The living Jesus is no longer among the dead: he has moved on from the 

empty tomb – and his followers have to go in search of him. 

I’ve often searched for particular species in my pursuit of natural history – and 

sometimes I find them. But the resurrection is more like those elusive creatures which 

are not to be found, only encountered: they only appear when you’re not looking. My 

first red kite in Wales. An adder at Winterton. A kingfisher on the Broads. Yes, you have 

to put yourself out there, but they find you. Jesus appears, unexpectedly, to searchers, 

wonderers and even the sceptical. And even then they don’t always recognise him 

straight away. 

We’ve all been through difficult times of late – and many of them are still with us. But 

there are positives around as well. If new life and hope seem elusive, don’t let that stop 

you putting yourself out there, seeking and wondering: you may yet be surprised by joy. 

Christ has been raised from the dead and is going ahead of you into Galilee: there you will see 

him. Alleluia.

Sow hardy annuals, such as love-in-a-mist and pot marigolds, as well as Sunflowers and 

native wildflowers into gaps in the border. Continue dead heading spring bulbs and 

bedding, so they don't waste energy setting seed. Sow sweet peas at the base of 

supports, and transplant those sown in autumn into their final positions. 

Plant second-early and maincrop potatoes. Place cardboard collars around the stems of 

brassicas to deter cabbage root fly from laying their eggs.  Sow outdoor varieties 

of tomatoes, chillies and courgettes in pots, so they're ready to plant out late May or 

June. Keep cloches or large sheets of fleece handy to protect young plants if late frost is 

forecast. 

Keep putting out food for birds, as they're busy raising their broods. 

Reinvigorate mature clumps of hardy perennials, such as hostas, asters and daylilies, by 

dividing and replanting.

REEDHAM PARISH COUNCIL 

 

Meeting held on Monday 6th March 2023 in the Village Hall 

 

There were 7 Councillors present, the Clerk, County Councillor Lana Hempsall, District 

Councillor Grant Nurden, and 5 members of the public. The meeting commenced at 

7.30pm 

 

Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Chris Bradbury gave the following report:  

There were no issues with the play equipment safety inspections for February and 

March. 

Anglia Car Charging visited to look at the electric supply and how to route the mains to 

the chargers. 

Fundraising: The February Cash Bingo jackpot wasn’t won therefore the jackpot for 

March stands at £170 in 51 numbers or less.   

We are holding another Easter Egg Hunt on Sunday 2nd April from 1.30 to 3.30pm.  

There will be Hunts for the under 5’s and over 6’s.  Cost £2 per child. 

 

There were 2 planning applications for consideration, one consultation, and a change of 

address to note: 

BA/2023/0032/FUL – replacement of 2.82m x 2.2nm timber range hut with a 2.85m x 

3.2m timber hut. Raise supporting brick plinth by 0.3m to raise it above the flood level – 

at Quay Ranger Hut, Reedham Quay, Riverside.  The Council had no objections. 

GNLP Gypsy and Traveller Site consultation – 30th January to 13th March 2023.  The 

nearest site allocation is at the White House A47 junction, for 15 pitches.  The Council 

objected to the site as an unsuitable location due to air quality and noise concerns being 

located next to a main road.  There is no footpath provision to schools, shops, or public 

open spaces, and there is no mains sewerage in North Burlingham. 

BA/2023/0068/HOUSEH – snooker room extension to the rear of the existing garage at 

The Fourth House, 25 Riverside.  The Council had no objections to the application. 

Change of official property address: 2A New Road will now be Fern Hill, 2A New Road.   

 

The speed sensor has been located on Riverside and School Hill between December and 

February.  The average speed on Riverside was 17.7mph, with around 231 vehicles passing 

per day.  School Hill saw an average speed of 28mph and 208 vehicles per day.  It is 

currently near to the entrance to Pettitts. 

 

A 7 week consultation for the statutory Regulation 14 Consultation began on the 6th 

March until the 28th April.  There will be 2 events for residents to come along and talk to 

members of the steering group: Saturday 18th March in the Vikings and Thursday 20th 

April in the Village Hall.  The Plan is available on the website and hard copies will be 

placed at the Doctors surgery, the Village Hall, the Post Office, Café, The Ship, and 

Vikings.  The Clerk will also have some copies to send out.  There is an online survey but 

hard copies will also be available. 

 



Tree safety work has nearly been completed on Woodland Walk between Holly      18. 
Farm  Road and Low Common.  There is one tree on the bottom path that needs 

further work but it should not require the path being closed again.   

 

Following the successful application for a grant from the British Heart Foundation, and 

using funds raised in 2016 for the Permissive Path, a new defibrillator and cabinet has 

been purchased and installed in the old phone box at the Ferry.  Thanks go to Pat 

Bagshaw for organising, and David Breeze and Richard Holt for their assistance.  

 

All Councillor positions on the Parish Council are up for election on the 4th May.  Any 

resident wishing to stand for election can find details on the Broadland District Council 

website.

Acle & Bure to Yare Benefice Choir 
GOOD FRIDAY PERFORMANCE OF WOOD’S ‘PASSION ACCORDING TO ST 

MARK’ AT 7.30 PM 
  

Fresh from the very enjoyable Carol Service at Beighton in December, the Choir has 

recently begun rehearsals for our Holy Week performance of Charles Wood’s ‘Passion 

According to St Mark’. This was scheduled for performance at Reedham Church in 2020 

but had to be abandoned after just two rehearsals when the first of the pandemic 

lockdowns was imposed. The composer succeeded Stanford as Professor of Music at 

Cambridge University in 1924 but died two years later. This piece was commissioned for 

performance in King’s College Chapel, Cambridge, and received its first performance 

there. It is not often performed nowadays though it has many fine qualities and deserves 

to be much better known. The familiar story of the trial and murder of Jesus is mainly 

given to the tenor and bass soloists but the chorus plays an important part with many 

interjections in that narrative, in addition to providing commentary in verses from four 

different hymns.

We are fortunate to have two excellent soloists for the performance. The tenor is  19. 
William Falconer, a former Oxford Organ Scholar and now a senior member of Norwich 

Cathedral Choir. The bass is George Rolls, whose family used to live in Reedham and 

who was himself a member of the Cathedral Choir as a boy treble. George has sung with 

the ABY Choir on several previous occasions, including appearing as bass soloist in our 

performance of the Faure Requiem in the Memorial Concert for Michael Brook last 

April. The organist will again be Timothy Patient, official accompanist to Norwich 

Philharmonic Chorus and also Organist of Eye Parish Church in Suffolk. Timothy has 

played for the choir on many recent occasions, both in the Cathedral and in Acle, 

Halvergate and Reedham Churches. Admission is free and all are welcome to attend. 

  

Looking further ahead, the Choir will also be singing at a Vigil Service on the Eve of the 

Coronation, Friday 5 May, in Acle Church. The music will include a superb anthem by 

Herbert Howells, composed for the late Queen’s Coronation in 1953, and Handel’s 

ever-familiar Hallelujah Chorus from his oratorio ‘The Messiah’. A further item will be an 

anthem with music by William Byrd, the great sixteenth-century composer, the 400th 

anniversary of whose death is being celebrated this year. We sang this piece to celebrate 

the Platinum Jubilee of the late Queen Elizabeth II last year, with words ‘O Lord, make 

thy servant Elizabeth our Queen’. However, this was later published in the seventeenth 

century with words ‘O Lord, make thy servant, thy servant Charles our King’, obviously 

for Charles I who had by then succeeded James I as King. 

  

The ABY Choir consists of nearly forty 

singers of whom usually about thirty are 

available for any particular occasion. It is 

based on the local Benefice, which 

covers the area from Acle in the north 

down to Cantley, Lympenhoe and 

Reedham in the south, though the 

majority of its members come from 

outside the Benefice, travelling from 

Lound in the south-east, Honing in 

North Norfolk and Norwich and 

beyond. It does not rehearse 

continuously throughout the year but 

meets for about six rehearsals before 

any particular event, depending on the 

musical demands of the occasion. New 

members are very welcome but should 

preferably have had some previous 

choral experience or be good music 

readers. If you wish to join us or know 

someone who would be suitable for the 

choir, please contact the conductor 

Michael Nicholas (01493 700819).
