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From the Rectory 3.

Watching David Attenborough’s Wild Isles and Springwatch, marvellous though
they are, I'm reminded that the television presentation of wildlife is rather unlike
the real experience of trying to observe wildlife for ourselves. Television seeks
to generate an unbroken sequence of creatures almost presenting themselves to
the camera, giving unobstructed views and revealing fascinating behaviour. Our
own garden, or even a nature reserve may seem rather disappointing in
comparison. The patient waiting and searching; the tantalising, fragmentary
glimpses of real wildlife watching have been edited out. Moreover, we may not
yet have learnt just how to pay attention: a birdwatcher will see and hear many
more species in a location than a person who hasn’t honed those skills over the
years. | never realised just how many different bee species used our garden until
| learnt how to notice and identify them.

| find it impossible to focus on more than one thing (or person) at a time. That
may not be quite so true for you; but I'm sure that where we focus our attention
still affects what we pick up. That'’s the premise, for example, of wine- or whisky-
tasting. | recently took part in something called “walking church”. | saw very little
wildlife on the walk, because, for once, my attention was elsewhere! For most of
the walk, engaging in meaningful conversation with the person alongside you was
encouraged: paying careful attention to one another. But for one section we
were asked to walk in silence, making us more aware of our natural
surroundings and our own bodies, thoughts and feelings. Some on the walk will
have sensed the presence of God, whether internally, in creation around us, or
in one another.

God is, whether we’re aware of him or not; but if we don’t seek to pay
attention; if we don’t learn how to sharpen our senses, make ourselves
receptive, we’re much less likely to notice. It’s perhaps not surprising that our
culture’s demand for instant gratification with minimal effort (e.g. wildlife through
the lens of Attenborough) has gone hand in hand with a decrease in awareness
of (belief in) God.

One of the functions of the Church is to call us to attention: in prayer; at
worship; through the scriptures and insights of others. Why not come along for
a taster session? Just don’t expect instant results. In Jesus we have a living
example of one who in his earthly life lived and breathed the very essence of
God. For us, the experience can be more one of patient waiting and searching; of
tantalising, fragmentary glimpses — but no less rewarding for that. For this is real
faith, not the David Attenborough version.

Meeting held on Thursday | 1" May 2023 in the Village Hall

There were 9 Councillors present, the Clerk, District Councillor Grant Nurden, and 3
members of the public. The meeting commenced at 7.30pm

ClIr David Hale was elected Chairman of the Parish Council, and ClIr Liz Bassett was
elected Vice-Chairman.

Chairman of the Village Hall Committee Chris Bradbury gave the following report:
There were no issues with the play equipment safety inspections for May.

The 2 new EV car charging points supplied by Anglia Car Charging are not working. A
visitor to the hall, who had just driven from Rugby, found they weren’t working and had
to go to Acle to charge his car. The fault seems to be the contactless payment system.
ACC have been contacted but have yet to come out to investigate. Cllr Bagshaw was
able to use the charging points but had to download an app. The RCA is looking to get
some roadside signs to advertise they are installed and available, and also one in the
foyer. They are not very visible so an additional one above them to ask petrol/diesel car
users to leave them available. DClIr Nurden has a Ward Grant that the RCA can apply
to for help with funding. It may be necessary to apply for a licence to install any signs on
the verge.
