But when Christ had
offered for all time a single sacrifice
for sins, “he sat down at the right
hand of God,” and since then has
been waiting “until his enemies
would be made a footstool for his
feet.” For by a single offering he has
perfected for all time those who are
sanctified. [And the Holy Spirit also
testifies to us, for after saying, “This
is the covenant that | will make with
them after those days, says the Lord:
I will put my laws in their hearts, and
| will write them on their minds,” he
also adds, “I will remember their sins
and their lawless deeds no more.”

Let us hold fast to
the confession of our hope without
wavering, for he who has promised

is faithful. And let us consider how

to provoke one another to love and
good deeds, not neglecting to meet
together, as is the habit of some,

but encouraging one another, and

all the more as you see the Day
approaching.

GOSPEL Mark 13:1-8
Hear the gospel of our Lord Jesus
Christ according to Mark.

As Jesus came out of the temple, one
of his disciples said to him, “Look,
Teacher, what large stones and what
large buildings!” Then Jesus asked
him, “Do you see these great
buildings? Not one stone will be left
here upon another; all will be thrown
down.” When he was sitting on the
Mount of Olives opposite the temple,
Peter, James, John, and Andrew
asked him privately, “Tell us, when
will this be, and what will be the sign
that all these things are about to be
accomplished?” Then Jesus began
to say to them, “Beware that no one
leads you astray. Many will come
