Philip Wilby has also given much time to writing for liturgical purposes and his choral 

works include the St Paul's Service (1988) commissioned for the Choir of St Paul's 

Cathedral, and The Trinity Service (1992) commissioned by Norwich Cathedral for the 

Norwich Festival of Contemporary Church Music.
