Again he praised you, gave it to them and said: 
Drink this, all of you; this is my blood of the new 
covenant, which is shed for you and for many for 
the forgiveness of sins. Do this, as o�en as you 
drink it, in remembrance of me. 
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 So, Father, we remember all that Jesus did, 
in him we plead with confidence his sacrifice  

 made once for all upon the cross. 
 

 Bringing before you the bread of life and cup of 
salva�on, we proclaim his death and resurrec�on 
un�l he comes in glory.
