Social distancing

One-way system when 
entering hall 

When entering the hall, you will be directed by the steward where to sit. You 
must not sit where you want to or reposition chairs. 
You must remain seated until instructed to leave, and again follow the 
instructions given by the steward, maintaining social distancing and continuing to 
wear a face covering 
Children must always be accompanied by an adult
