1. Make your own firestick

or tear strips of yellow, red and 

orange crepe/tissue paper.

Use some sellotape to attach

the paper to the stick.

2.Make a flame hat

You will need a paper plate and the

flame template. Use the flame hat 

template to help you cut out the outline

of the flame from the plate. Scrunch up

small pieces of red, orange and yellow 

tissue paper and glue them to fill in

the flame. Enjoy  wearing your flame

hat!

3. Pentecost handprint craft

Cover your hand with paint and 

make a  handprint on a large piece

of paper. Once it is dry, use felt tip

pens to turn each of the fingers

into a person. Lastly, draw a flame

above each of the disciples heads.

What do you think it must have been like when Jesus’ first disciples 

were together and the Holy Spirit came? What could they see? What 

could they hear? How did the Holy Spirit help them?
