Nobody understands the trauma
of a line of duty death better than those who have endured it. COPS places
new survivors in touch with those who are prepared to help others through
the difficult times that lie ahead. COPS is run by survivors for survivors.
Only another survivor can fully understand what new survivors endure, and
that shared experience is the basis for the peer support programme.
Membership is open to spouses, partners, children, parents and siblings of
officers who have lost their lives in the line of duty.

COPS aims to build a network of survivors around the UK, developing
the capability of having a local survivor as soon as required. Sometimes an
understanding listener is needed. Sometimes more practical help is required.
Whatever the need, COPS will be able to put survivors in touch with those
who truly understand.
