It was
founded in 1934 when local residents
came together to take action at the
failure of the then local authority to
provide adequate school places - the
need had grown as family housing
was built on former farms and estates
inthe 1920s and 1930s. Just as then
the SRA remains a key organisation

for getting things done at a local level
- from opposing undesirable
development to road safety,
protecting our green spaces and
helping to fight crime and vandalism.

Mark Dempsey, SRA Chairman
told SPAN, “We are planning events
to commemorate this important
milestone. Getting peopleinvolvedin
local issues isn't easy but we are
determined that, with the support of

today’s residents, the SRA will
remain relevant, responsive, active
and effective for another 75 years,
whatever challenges the future may
bring”.

These events are being promoted
through the SRA's newsletters, web
site and kicked off with the
installation of a new community
notice board in the station ticket
office. It includes information on
what's going on as well as snippets
and photographs demonstrating
Shortlands history.

We are talking to Bromley about
promoting a sense of the area and its
unique identity by placing banners at
three strategic entrances and exits to
Shortlands to raise awareness of
where Shortlands is, strengthen the
sense that it contains a thriving
community and build on the sense of
pridein the area.

Coinciding with the St Mary’s
Flower Festival in early July we are
running a best front garden
competition, open to all members of
the SRA.

And the links with St Mary’s Church
continue with a special Songs of
Praise service in the evening of
29 March, with a community theme.

And we aim to run some
guided walks, highlighting the
history of the area, how it has
developed, alongside some of its
famous men and women. These
build on a series of walks that were
run as part of the SRA's 50th
anniversaryin 1984.

Lord Goe welcomes Shortiands' own Special Olympian

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Hannah Dempsey, 20, of Shortlands and William Cottrell, 21, of Greenwich
are seen meeting Lord Sebastian Coe.

Local girl Hannah Dempsey was selected as part of the team of just 10 learning disabled people representing Great
Britain as skiers in the Special Olympic World Winter Games in Idaho, USA, in February.

The whole team have been training hard as part of their preparations, and were invited to meet Lord Coe on
15 January, and see first hand the progress being made on the 2012 Olympic site.

Last January, they travelled with 15 other skiers from the Special Olympics South East, to Pilain the Italian Alps to
compete in the Great Britain Games. Hannah impressed the selectors after achieving some of the top finishes at the
national level and now progresses to ski on the international stage. Now she is among 3,000 athletes representing
100 countries at the Games. During her time in Idaho athletes compete in three different disciplines - Super Giant
Slalom, Giant Slalom and Slalom.

Hannah competed as a swimmer in the Special Olympics of Great Britain (SOGB) National Games in Glasgow
winning bronze and silver medals, a feat she repeated at the SOGB skiing competition in Pila.
