The town Bethlehem is itself an

example of how God's presence can

be encountered in an uncertain and

unstable environment. In the centre

of the town is the oldest Church in

the world, the Church of the Holy

Nativity. It is built over the place

where Jesus was born. It is visited by

thousands of pilgrims every day - it

must be one of the most prayed-in

places on earth! But the town is

surrounded by a security wall, and

although tourists come and go, the

residents have restrictions and are

hemmed in by the Israeli security

forces. They often feel they have

little hope, but there are some

wonderful things going on in that

town in the cause of reconciliation.
