The event marked the culmination of
a journey which had been years in the
makdng for Lindsey Morgan-Lundie
as well as betng the Nrst step on her
Journey as a Licensed Ploneer.

Lindsey became a Christian at 28
through an Alpha course. Ploneering
may well have been Lindsey's calling
from Lhe beginning. She says: ‘I was
always looking outwards from the
church walls into the community
encouraging opportunities for people
Lo expertence Cod's love thal may lead
to conversations about faith later”

It wasn't until 2019 when Bishop
Philip sugpested Lindsey enrol onto
Lhe ploneer course run by The Church
Mission Soclety (CMS) that she
discovered the word ‘ploneering”

The CMS Certificate In Ploneer
Messton was hosted In Bath and Wells
Diocese by Revd Tina Hodgett and It
proved transformational for Lindsey.

Lindsey was so inspired. she went on
to enrol In the MA In Ploneer Theology
al CMS In Oxford. And IL was during
this time that she discovered the
Licensed Pioneer route avaiable in the
Church of England and CMS.

Lindsey’s ploneering path has led Lo

a new Local Lay Commission Ploneer
route being developed in this diccese
People can now undertake a one year
CMS Ceruficate in Proneer Contextual
Mission.

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CREATION CARE WORSHOPS HELP
CHURCHES & SCHOOLS

The Creation Care Workshops for
Schools project began when Clare
Green, the diocese’s Schools” Creation
Care OMcer, was asked al a Crealion
Care Gathering how churches could
best engage with their local schools

In the area of creation care. Many
churches have wonderful, exciting and
sometimes wild green spaces where
wildlife abounds and some of the
Creation Care Champions were keen
to share thelr spaces with schoolks that
often sit close to their churches.

One of the first questions Clare was
asleed was whether she only worled
with C of E Schools, and although
Lhese are al Lhe heart of her work,
Clare knew that most of them have
natural and strong links with thedr
local churches. It Telt like the right
thing Lo Ury and bulld bridges belween
non-faith schools and local Christian
communities.

Clare said: " wanted to devise a
programme Lhal would be stimple for
churches to admintster and run, while
providing a strong resource for schools
that would cover and build on the
Cornwall RE Syllabus which all Comnish
schools are expected to follow. It
would aim to welcome chilidren and
staff into our sacred spaces and give
them a good understanding ol how
churches care for God's crealion

as well as cover statutory learning

objectives.
“From a church point of view, the

scheme needed to be clear enough
to run with a minimam number
of volunteers, a low budget and

adaplable for a vanely of setungs”

Clare’s scheme was plloted during
June and July 2024 at llogan Church,
Chacewater Church, Al Saints
Highertown and by Trinity Church,
Truro, who took the workshops Into
their local schools. Over 12 workshops
took place with over seven schools
engaged (all non church schools).
Roughly 350 children participated,

a number of whom visited their local
church for the first time
