As well as our seven Sunday morning congregations there is also Forest Church, Isle Court and
Sunday@6. We are encouraged by an increasing sense of ‘normal’ Sunday worship- giving
particular thanks that we can once again enjoy post-service refreshments.

We’ve now had five Forest Churches since September. Weirdly, with the exception of Leaton
Forest (45), every event has had 32 people at it! The congregation is getting established- people
are returning each time, and we are getting to know each other as we enjoy God’s creation
together.

Our monthly service at Isle Court Nursing Home returned in the Autumn term, and now has 17
regular attenders. It's been a joy to be back, and we are again building up a real sense of
continuity and community.

We
usually have 12 or so attending, and it’s a lovely, worshipful end to a Sunday afternoon. Robin
Pocock always shares a Flower of the Week- now an essential element of our time together!
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Finally, it's particularly encouraging to see the return of our 24/7 Prayer Room- the Greatorex
Room at Fitz is working really well.
