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The Rector Writes:- 

One of the disadvantages of the simplification of 

the Christmas story is that two very different 

accounts often get merged into one, not just in 

nativity plays, but on Christmas cards and in the 

popular imagination. So while we might be used to 

thinking of the stable in Bethlehem populated by a 

crowd of shepherds on one side, and a group of wise men on the other, the 

Biblical narratives are very separate – Matthew focuses on the wise men and 

doesn’t mention shepherds, while Luke concentrates on the good news 

proclaimed to the poor shepherds, who visit the new family and nowhere 

relates the star and the journey of the eastern royalty. And no one mentions the 

animals popping their head in either…So when I see Christmas cards full of 

these ‘mixed’ scenes, I do inwardly despair!  

However, in preparing for Christmas this year, I have found some comfort and 

challenge in these ‘mixed’ nativity scenes, because they become scenes of great 

inclusion: when we see ornately dressed kings/wise men standing shoulder to 

shoulder with poor looking shepherds, a fragile, frightened couple surrounded 

by the friendliest looking company of angels and beasts, all looking at a small 

baby, we get a glimpse of God’s kingdom: here rich and poor, locals and 

foreigners, men and women (and animals) are altogether focused on God 

among them. All are drawn to worship God together. If they had have met 

across the manger, I wonder what they all would have thought of each other? 

Would they have been suspicious?? What we do see in both infancy accounts, is 

that Mary and Jospeh welcome all into the excitement of the birth of their son.  

Too often we fall into the trap of trying to work who is ‘in’ and ‘out’, who is or 

isn’t part of our nation, our ‘people’, our church, whether this is government 

policy about immigration or the Church of England debating the place (or not) 

or LGBTIQ+ people and clergy in church, or even thinking who to send a 

Christmas card to this year. Do we work from a basis of exclusion or inclusion? 

Advent is a time to enlarge our vision of the kingdom of God, one that is not 

narrowly defined. One way we can do that this year is by joining in with the 

Advent Book Group, reading ‘Stick with Love: rejoicing in every tongue, every 

tribe, every nation’ by Arun Arora (which Walter has kindly previewed in 

subsequent pages here). This is a book which explores the witness and 
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examples of Christians from across the globe, some famous, some not so, some 

that are like ‘us’ others who are not, and includes with it a realisation that all 

were able to share God’s love; as the Archbishop of York says in his Foreword, 

‘their music is part of our own story and song: with joy and lament they enable 

us to encounter afresh the surprising, all-surpassing love of God.’ Our Christian 

family is one that is messy, different, varied. But all can find a place here. That is 

good news for us who feel left out by others, and it should be a challenge to 

those of us whose first reaction is to work out who is ‘in’ or ‘out’.  

This Advent, let’s enlarge our vision of the kingdom of God as we join with the 

rag-tag rabble around the manger!  

May your Advent be blessed, and your Christmas full of joy and peace! Jim

From the Parish Bookshelf 

‘Stick with Love’ by Arun Arora 

Rejoicing in every tongue,every tribe,every nation 

The Archbishop of York’s Advent Book, 2023 

Arun Arora is Bishop of Kirkstall in the Diocese of Leeds. He 

was born in Birmingham and came from an Indian family, 

with a Sikh father and a Hindu mother. He became a 

Christian at the age of 16 and when his mother questioned 

his decision he reminded her – and us – that Christianity 

goes back further in India than it does in England, that 

there are more Christians in India than there are in 

England.  

It’s easy to think of the Church of England as, well, the 

Church of England. Part of the purpose of this book is to 

open our eyes and help us realize that we are part of a global church, richly 

diverse in culture and experience. Yet we all share the same faith. One of the 

most moving passages in the book is where he describes bishops from all 

around the world praying the Lord’s prayer together in their mother tongues at 

a Lambeth Conference.  

He is a natural storyteller, and each day of Advent brings us a story of a 

Christian life: lives lived ( and in some cases still living) in many different nations 

and facing many different challenges as they try to ‘stick with love’ and hold fast 

to their faith and calling. Some of them are saints of old, some of them are 

much more recent, and some of them will surprise you. There are stories of 

hope, stories of waiting, stories of fighting injustice, stories of courage, from all 

around the world: from Cardinal Van Thuan in Vietnam, to Asia Bibi in Pakistan, 

to Leah Sharibu in Nigeria, to Stormzy at Glastonbury, these are stories that can 

inspire us all and make us reflect again on what Advent means to us.  

This book has much to commend it, and much to give us.  Walter Gibson
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News and an update from Utkinton St Paul’s CE Primary School. 

St Paul’s CE Primary School has been on quite a journey over the last few years 

and we are excited that the last 12 months, culminating in our recent Ofsted 

inspection have created some solid foundations once again for the school, the 

community and most importantly the children who come here.
