RESTING IN THE FINISHED
WORK OF THE CROSS

Jesus on the Cross finally said, “It is Finished”
From that point our salvation was totally
completed for us there on The Cross. The
Enemy, the devil, was totally disempowered
and defeated there. There on the Cross
Jesus broke the curse of sin that had come
on God’s creation through the sin of Adam,
in Gen. 3:17

JESUS TOOK AWAY THE CURSE

Jesus took the curse of the law of sin as Gal
3:13 says, “Christ purchased our freedom
and redeemed us from the curse of the
Law and its condemnation by becoming
a curse for us”. (Amp.) The curse put on
Adam was that everything he touched was
cursed. In Christ everything we touch is blessed
The only tool the enemy has left is deception,
he tries hard to convince us he’s powerful
but he’s like the king with no clothes, when
the child in the story cries out, “The king
has no clothes”: everybody sees the king is
naked. | like what Smith Wigglesworth said
when he woke up and saw the devil at his
bedside, “Oh it’s only you” and then went
back to sleep.

THE POWER DWELLS IN US

The power the enemy is seeking today
dwells in us, God has given us dominion
over the world we live in, we are meant
to sit In Christ on the throne and reign
in the Power of His life with Him. We
have God’s given authority to do the
work of God as Jesus did. He said in
Luke 2:14, “Did you not know that |
must be about My Father’s business?”

WE ARE ALIVE “IN CHRIST"

WORKING IN FATHER’S BUSINESS

We must be about our fathers business
daily doing ‘only’ what He tells us to do.

Recently as | read in a meeting Romans
8:1. “There is therefore now no
condemnation to those who are in
Christ Jesus,” | stopped when | read, “in
Christ Jesus”. It was as if God was saying
to me are you in Christ, suddenly | saw it.
It’s about being in Christ not just having
Christ in us. But being In Christ, it’s all
about Him, Having Him in us leaves Him
hampered with our flesh. In Him we are
free from our flesh. The Spirit separates us
from our flesh if we are in Him.

OUT OF BODY EXPERIENCE

Sometimes | have as it were an, ‘out
of body* experience where | am more
conscious of Jesus than of me, it’s as if I'm
looking and listening to myself and seeing
my flesh from the outside doing its thing.

Paul in his build up to Rom. 8, in Rom
7:15 describes this well,“For I do not
understand my own actions [I am
baffled and bewildered by them]. |
do not practice what | want to do,
but | am doing the very thing | hate
[and yielding to my human nature,
my worldliness—my sinful capacity]”.
If Paul had to deal with that, we have to
also. Hallelujah we don’t have to live in the
flesh, Christ has made it possible for us to
live in Him. The conditional phrase in the
Bible “In Christ Jesus”’ is used 40 times
39 by Paul just once by Peter.

NOT CONDITIONAL
ON OUR PERFORMANCE

| had always looked at many of the promises
as being conditional on us performing
before we can receive God’s blessing.
Suddenly [ realised as | ministered the only
condition attached to this verse is to be in
Christ. {Note I've since learned the final part
of Rom 8:1 “who walk not after the flesh, but
after the Spirit.” Was not in the original Greek
but was added ‘wrongly’ by the translators to
try and explain the first part].
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A LIGHT BULB MOMENT

This revalation and Tony Cooke ministering
on the Lord’s Prayer soon after, started
me exploring the conditional nature of
Gods promises in general. It became a
light bulb moment! As | began to realise
what | had ministered often had the wrong
perspective. There is a New Testament
principle that everything God has, He gave
‘In Christ’ to provoke a response from
us! In the Lord’s Prayer which Jesus gave as
alesson to the Jews there’s a qualification,
Matt 6:15, “But if ye forgive not men
their trespasses, neither will your
Father forgive your trespasses”. This
was given to the Jews who were still living
under the law at this time. To us living in
Christ through the New Covenant, God
forgives us first. Eph. 4:32 says, “be ye
kind one to another, tender hearted,
forgiving one another, even as God
for Christ’s sake hath forgiven you™.
WE FORGIVE BECAUSE

GOD HATH FORGIVEN US

To us forgiveness is God’s outworking of
grace from within us in Christ. So much
of what we have been taught over the
years is Old Covenant. God in the New
Covenant has already given us all we need.
Paul says in Rom 8:2, “For the law of
the Spirit of life ‘in Christ Jesus’ hath
made me free from the law of sin and
death”. Rom 8:39, “Nor height, nor
depth, nor any other creature, shall
be able to separate us from the love
of God, which is ‘in Christ Jesus’ our
Lord”. See these are only conditional in
being complete ‘in Christ Jesus’.
WE LOVE BECAUSE GOD LOVED

The Bible teaches,We love because God
first Loved us, It also says, ‘“‘He who is
forgiven much loves much”. So Gods
love and forgiveness are inseparably linked
in a virtuous circle of blessing. Accept it
God ‘In Christ’ has totally forgiven you
past, present and future! (If you have faith
to believe it?) Jesus bought a total release
at Calvary, When we come to be ‘In Him’
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ONCE A DISTANT BELIEVER

| was about sixteen when my brother
Luke told me that Jesus had come into his
life. | saw a dramatic change in him that
could only come from the supernatural
of God. Being young and stubborn at the
time | chose to ignore it, | Just wanted to
live for myself. Obviously Luke’s chang-
ing affected me and for the last three
years I've been a distant believer in
God, wanting to believe in my own way.

| wasn’t aware that | could have a per-
sonal relationship with Him.

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| thought that reading the Bible and
going to church would be boring...

A BIT BOXED IN

We started this
charity work barely 8 years ago. Our
Children come from various villages,
some of them come to the home sick,
one of them could not walk properly.
But now by the grace of God the children
are able to do a lot of things on their
own. They have also developed wisdom
and intelligence. | want to thank all the
donors, who are supporting the prog-
ress of these children, they now have a
shelter, food, education and a future.

LIVING WITH THE CHILDREN

Living with the children is fun but also
very difficult, because each of them have
likes and dislikes, different perceptions,
beliefs, attitudes, behavior and ways. This
makes it difficult for us and the various
workers and caretakers at the home. All
of us need a lot of patience and endur-
ance to be with them non stop. God is
refining their attitudes and character. An-
gela the youngest of them does not like
breakfast, as she is not used to drinking
cereals etc, but she has experienced tre-
mendous change and is now enjoying it
more than any of them. Angela has also
done well in grade three and has often
come first in class after end of term ex-
aminations. Kate also had problem with
reading, but now she has improved
incredibly, she is in grade four now.

GOD PUT IT IN OUR HEART

Initially God put it on our heart to
begin the orphanage because we found
Kennedy and Pascaline on the street eat-
ing from the refuse bins, Pascaline was
three years then but is eleven years now
and she has an interest in mathematics.
They were left on the street by their par-
ents. Prinscilla who was a real orphan
when she came to the home likes sing-
ing and likes her own space. Gifty has a
very strong and stubborn personality she
can be disobedient to us all but is often
a mediator between the children. She is
very bold and outspoken, but always neat
and clean. Kennedy the senior brother
of Pascaline, likes food and football but is
the lazy person in the home. He needs

all our prayers, he forgets everything
so easily. Nicolas and Peter are always
destroying things like radio, TV or any
electrical equipment at the home. Their
hobbies are drumming and carpentry.

GEORGE AND PATIENCE

The oldest boy 17 and girl 16 started
senior high school this autumn, they are
in boarding school because government
placement happens for children of their
age. George is studying visual Arts and
Patience is studying home economics.

Patience is very helpful at the home
so now | am missing her but she must
further her education. Fortunately she
is home for the Christmas Holiday now
to help. George is the biggest boy at the
home has always been grateful for this
help, because he has really suffered in his
early life. He came to the home very sick,
but now he is healthy and likes football.

Raphel is the most intelligence boy
in the home, but can’t keep himself
clean, he like to create mess, always hid-
ing dirty clothing and not tidying up.

GOD HAS PROVIDED

What can | say, we needed a house
for these children, our God provided
a house. We asked for a bus, God pro-
vided a bus. We again requested for
water tanks to store water after the
mains water stopped flowing for the
last 2 years, we have to buy water from
a truck every 2 weeks. The electricity
goes off regularly but God has given us
a small generator for emergency lighting.

God has provided, so that we can con-
tinue His work in His ways by His hand we
shall never lack His supply. Isaiah 43:19
says, “Behold, I will do a new thing;
now it shall spring forth; shall ye not
know it? | will even make a way in the
wilderness, and rivers in the desert.”

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GOD HEARS US
“l cried unto the Lord, and He heard
me out of His Holy hill” (Ps 3:3-4).
The most wonderful thing about prayer
is that God hears us; and not only that,
He hears us and He answers as well. As
David the psalmist says: “I sought the
Lord and He heard me and deliv-
ered me from all my fears” (Ps 34:4).
If we look at the preceding verses
of this scripture, we discover that Da-
vid had the right heart before God. At
all times He blessed God and was con-
tinually praising Him; he boasted in
God and called others to worship and
magnify God like he did (Ps 34:1-3).

KNOWING GOD

David also knew that God looks upon
those who are righteous, and hears
their cry and delivers them out of all
of their troubles (Ps 34:15-17). When
the Lord ‘hears’, it means that God
attends to and answers our prayers.
God describes David as “a man after
My heart, who will do all my will”
(Acts 13:22). In Psalm 18:20-21, David
also says, “the Lord rewarded me ac-
cording to my righteousness...for
I have kept the ways of the Lord.”

HE ALWAY HEARS THE SON

Jesus said, “The Father always hears
Me” (Jn 11:42). The reason the Father
always heard Him was that Jesus had
come to the world not to do his own
will, but that of God who had sent him
(Jn 6:38) and in that way he was righ-
teous before God. This was put to the
test in the garden of Gethsemane, where
he cried out saying, “O my Father, if
it be possible, let this cup pass from
me: nevertheless not as | will, but
as thou wilt”. So the righteous man,
who always does the will of God; God
will hear him and answer his prayers.

BOLDNESS IN PRAYER

‘Welll’, you might say, ‘| don’t feel very
righteous and | don’t always do His will!
That’s if | know what His will is! So my
prayers are going to be useless’. That’s
what the enemy of our souls would like
us to believe. He would like to rob us of
our standing with God. Hebrews 10:19-
20 says that Christians have, “bold-
ness [or liberty] to enter the Holi-
est [God’s very presence] by the
blood of Jesus, by a new and living
way which He hath consecrated for
us”. We are encouraged in verse 22
to, “draw near with a true heart [a
new heart (Ez 11:19-20)] in full as-
surance of faith, having our hearts
sprinkled [with Christ’s blood] from
an evil conscience”. “For he hath
made him sin, who knew no sin; that
we might be made the righteous-
ness of God in him”. (2 Cor 5:21).

MADE RIGHTEOUS

We have been made righteous because
of the work of God in Christ Jesus, “who
is made unto us...righteousness and
sanctification [set apart]” (1 Cor
1:30). We are set apart to the will of
God. 1 John 3:22 says, “Whatsoever
we ask, we receive of Him, because

we keep his commandments, and do
those things that are pleasing in His
sight”. “This is the confidence we
have in Him, that, if we ask anything
according to His will, he heareth us.
And if we know He heareth us we
know we have the petitions, prayers
that we desired of him” (1 In 5:14).

HOW DO WE KNOW

‘But how do | know the will of God, to
be sure of an answer to my prayer?’ This is
the Holy Spirit’s job. As Romans 8:26-27
says, “The Spirit also helps our weak-
ness; for we do not know how to pray
as we should, but the Spirit Himself
intercedes for us with groanings too
deep for words; and he who searches
the hearts knows what the mind of
the Spirit is, because He intercedes
for the saints according to the will of
God”. Wow! When we don’t know what
to pray, He does it for us. ”For the Spir-
it searches all things, yea the deep
things of God...we have received...
the Spirit which is of God that we
might know the things that are free-
ly given to us of God....we have the
mind of Christ” (1 Cor 2: 10,11,16).

NEW AND LIVING WAY

The new and living way we have is
a life in heaven: “God...hath raised
us up together and made us sit in
heavenly places in Christ Jesus” (Ep
2:4-6) and our lives are hid in Christ
in God (Col 3:3). When Jesus was on
earth, he was also in heaven (Jn 3:13).
We too “dwell in the secret place of
the most High, under the shadow of
His wings” (Ps 91:1), while we live on
this earth now.

After the initial panic when Alan asked me to write this, what
a blessing it has been to recall the way the Lord has led us.

Born as an illegitimate baby into a home where | was ne-
glected from my earliest days but rescued by a Christian health
visitor who was a friend of my new mum and dad, | was trans-
ferred to a children’s home. After three weeks | was adopted
by Christian parents and taken to Salisbury. Because of such
a poor start in life, | ended up in Salisbury Infirmary where
my life was in danger along with all the other babies in the
ward that night. My parents called on the pastor of the Elim
Church, Scotts Lane where he called for an all- night prayer
meeting resulting in my complete restoration (even without the
expected operation for an obstruction of the bowel) and the
only baby to survive in the ward. My parents were told | would
not be expected to live past the age of seven but now looking
seventy in the face, | am a testimony of His saving and keep-
ing power. He does know us from our mother’s womb! Praise
the LORD, and is familiar with all our ways. What a comfort.

THE LOST SHEEP REVELATION

So | was brought up in church and was saved in the Elim
Church Jumpers Road Christchurch where | can still remember
the message that night of The Lost Sheep. | knew at 9 years old
| needed Jesus to find me. | also remember a lovely man there
who attended the Glory Meetings at Ringwood. My friends and
| used to make fun of him behind his back as he clearly loved
Jesus in such an open way. Little did | realise Paul and | too
would one day be as ‘bad’ as him! God has such a sense of
humour and has gifts for the rebellious also. Precious Jesus.

At sixteen | was baptised in water along with many of my
friends at the Crusader group at the church in Bournemouth.
Years later | was baptised in the Holy Spirit in a breaking of bread
service in Barnsley. It was heaven that come down, THE POWER
FELL. My hands were literally upheld by a power not my own.
| thought they must be sky blue pink with yellow dots; so great
was the power, as if plugged into a live electric cable. | spoke
words as the Spirit gave me utterance.
