We give you thanks for those who inspire us with good works, 
uplift us with their care and concern, and ask that in these days of 
quiet isolation, you will draw close.
Make our voices one with all your people in heaven and on earth.

Merciful Father,
accept these prayers for the sake of your Son,
our Saviour Jesus Christ.
