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Bishop Jan writes...

| always love the
‘new term’ feeling of
September and still have
that urge in August to be
out there buying a new
pencil case and polishing
my shoes ready for all
that the new academic
year might bring. Do our
school days ever really leave us?

But this year is proving different as | haven't
yet had a summer break in anticipation of my
autumn sabbatical. Clergy are encouraged
to have an extended time away from their
ministry from time to time following the pattern
of ‘sabbath’ set out in the book of Genesis,
where God worked hard for six days and
rested on the seventh, setting an example for
God’s people which has been heavily eroded
in our 24 hours a day, seven days a week
society. (And then we wonder why cases
of stress and exhaustion are heavily on the
increase...).

I have been ordained 26 years this year
and somehow have never had a sabbatical,
usually because just as I've started to plan
one I've ended up moving post, and any
time off has been swallowed up in a deluge
of packing boxes. But it's not unusual for
the suffragan bishop who has been holding
a diocese during a vacancy-in-see to take a
sabbatical once the new diocesan bishop has
settled in.

It’s a wise way of allowing the new bishop to
get established and the suffragan to let go of
the ‘acting bishop’ role. So, from September
to the end of November I'll be hanging up my
mitre and making the most of some extended
sabbath time.

A sabbatical is neither a holiday nor work in
the usual sense, but is a time to dance to a
different tune - in this case the hope being for
the slow movement of a ballet rather than the
foxtrot! It's an opportunity to slow down; to
ponder and reflect; to read the books which
have been piling up, unread, for many years;
to catch up with precious friends who live
too far away for a visit, or who are at work
themselves during the week when clergy
have their one ‘day off’; to explore in depth
something which will feed our future ministry.

Ultimately it’s a time to let go, to re-connect in
a deeper way with God and the heart of our
calling; to re-set the compass and to return
re-energised for all that lies ahead.

Ten Years and Beyond

On the second Saturday of July 2019, I completed ten years of
Reader Ministry, not the way I expected to spend my retirement,
but as always God had different plans. A notepad was complied
with reflections from many of those who have shared my ministry
journey and their words has been very humbling to me.

It has been a privilege to serve, not only the people and the con-
gregations but also to serve God. I suspect God looks down on
us all and either smiles or grimaces, I hope that he has smiled on
my efforts.

Over the last five years, my ministry was extended allowing me
to operate up to 50% of my time outside the Parish and the rest
of my time within the Parish. The wider ministry got off to a slow
start but has increased. During the last calendar year, 2018, I
conducted 67 funerals in total of which a third were outside the
Parish and four outside the Diocese. That has allowed me to
serve in eleven churches throughout the Deanery. Our Buxton
ministry is well provided for, our team numbers have always
been in double figures during my ten years, but I soon came to
realise that other areas of the Deanery were not so fortunate. In
the coming years I hope to extend that Deanery ministry in God’s
service and I have set in motion a change in my permission from
a Parish PTO to a Deanery PTO.

As always, one never functions alone and my initial gratitude go
to Rev John Hudghton and Bishop Alistair for setting me on my
ministerial path. My training was first class and led by a wonder-
ful lady, Deirdre Wilmore, who lives in Belper; she and her team
are sadly no longer operational in the Derby Diocese. Closer to
home, Rev Chris Lowden was instrumental in setting the founda-
tions for my funeral ministry and last but not least, my dear lady
wife who has shared my journey for nine of the last ten years.

Her support and critical appraisal have been unconditional and
hopefully will remain so for the remainder of my ministerial life.

During the final year of my Reader training we had three week-
end retreats at the Morley Centre near Derby, not part of the
Derby Diocese facilities any more, which is a great sadness. On
one of these retreats I was allocated the ‘Bishops Room’ for my
stay, a great privilege. The room was a large room on the first
floor of the centre, just across from the chapel. As well as the
usual bedroom furniture, it had a huge Victorian writing desk
with a concertina lid, you might call it a bureau. On the wall be-
hind the bureau was a small-framed prayer, specifically, I sus-
pect, for Bishops. Dear Lord, the prayer said, give me patience,
and quickly, I suspect Jesus himself as well as Bishops, would
have prayed that same prayer many times and I certainly have
as well.

Even though ‘give me patience and quickly’ is a cry for help, we
also know that God is never far away. Julian of Norwich, the
14" and 15" century anchorite, had a fascinating way of looking
at our earthly sins. In her writings, she explained that for her
sin was not a deed or a severance from God, that was blame-
worthy. Rather it was unnatural, not how we were meant to be.
Although sin was a cause of pain and woe, in the end it would
be brought to nothing, as it is that which was not of God.

In summary our sins are merely distance from God, a distance
that we should endeavour to close at every opportunity.

So, in grateful thanks for my wonderful ten years, let me close
with this short prayer from Julian of Norwich

Julian says of God: For He is the endless being
And He made us only to Himself
And He restored us by His precious Passion
And ever keeps us in His blessed love
And all this is of His goodness.
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Thank you so much for sharing my ministry and supporting me
much more than you will ever realise, I suspect. I hope that I
will be used in all areas of my ministry in the future and that I
will be able to take the wonderful base that I have been allowed
to develop in Buxton into the wider Deanery.
