Introduction

This is the order of service for Sunday March 29" which we would have shared together if it
were not for the pandemic. The hyperlinks in the text will take you to the readings (which you
can read or have read to you) and to the music, most of which is sung by Wells Cathedral Choir.
The prayers are taken from material produced by the Church of England for use during the
pandemic and for Passiontide. (You will see adverts in the linked material — we have no control
of these — sorry. You can often skip the adverts in YouTube)

The Fifth Sunday of Lent traditionally marks the beginning of Passiontide, and the Bible readings anticipate
the story of Christ’s suffering and death. The reading of the Passion narrative gave the Fifth Sunday of Lent
its name of Passion Sunday. This service follows the account of the Passion in St John’s Gospel with music

from Bob Chilcott’s St John’s Passion.
