Jacina Abbey 
During my pursuit of a 
new church home… I 
did much praying and 
much visiting. None of 
the places I attended  
felt like ‘home’. 
However, when I 
visited NTCG College 
Street, I was made to 
feel welcomed and 
part of the fellowship – 

just like everyone else. I never felt like a visitor. I 
felt  a part of the family and looked forward to 
returning each week.  
 
The element of College Street I most enjoy is the 
freedom to worship. There is liberty in being in 
an atmosphere conducive and encouraging of 
open worship. 
 
I was brought up in the church and have always 
been an active and serving member of the 
church. However, like most young people – my 
connection to Christ existed through the 
relationship my parents had with Christ. As I 
grew up, I began to know and understand Christ 
for myself, establish my own relationship with 
Christ; which wasn’t reliant on religion, culture 
or tradition but birthed through true and 
authentic connection to and with Christ himself.
