Who should attend: 
 You should consider carefully whether you should attend – see attached Assessment Tool for assistance. 
 You must not attend if you are showing any symptoms associated with Covid-19. 
 You must not attend if you are isolating or living with someone who is isolating or unwell. 
 You must not attend if, having registered to attend worship, you subsequently show any symptoms 

associated with Covid-19. 
 

Anyone wishing to attend must call or text Alan Pratt (07776 328914) by 9.00pm on the Thursday before 
the service, giving name, contact details and number in party attending. This process is to be followed each 
time you wish to attend worship.  

What you must do when you attend: 
 Wear a face covering from the moment you come through the gates  
 Follow the guidance provided by the volunteers and pay attention to all signs displayed. 
 Confirm your name and details when requested – for NHS Test and Protect purposes (see Privacy Notice 

attached). 
 Refrain from shaking hands/hugging, and from singing inside the building  
 Remain seated at the end of the service until instructed to leave 

What worship will be like: 
 Socially distanced seating in the sanctuary (unless attendees from same household) 
 Remaining seated throughout the service (unless visiting toilets) 
 Worship conducted solely by minister, with music by organist 
 Hymn words and Scripture readings will be displayed on screen 
 No tea/coffee after service
