Bluey needs to 
follow his Mum’s footsteps and must 
be brave on the journey.

Jesus asked his disciples to leave 
their jobs as fishermen and follow 

him. This was a big and difficult decision for Jesus’s disciples as they 
didn’t know what the future would hold for them, or what following 
Jesus would be like. They were brave and did as he asked. This is a bit 
like Bluey, she wasn’t sure she wanted to travel alone to catch up with 
mum as she was far ahead. However, when Bluey spots the footprints 
she knows that she is not alone and sets off on her journey. There are 
times when this journey is not easy, but Bluey continues to trust the 
footprint path and follows it to mum. Jesus’s disciples must have felt 
like this, they were leaving everything they knew and trusting that Jesus 
would also be there for them and guide them on their new journey.

In the Bible Jesus told his disciples ‘You can be sure that I will be with 
you always. I will continue with you until the end of the world.’ This is 
the same for us, when we accept Jesus as our friend and follow him,  
he is always with us no matter what.
