Definition: to carry in Permissive - allow

Usage: lead into, bring in, announce.

Part of Speech: Verb

Active verb

2nd Singular – i.e. Abba Father action

Subjunctive – hypothetical – may

Aorist (one-off action)

Peirasmos/periasmon: 

Definition: an experiment, a trial, temptation

Usage:

(a)trial, probation, testing, being tried, 

(b)temptation, 

(c) calamity, affliction

Part of Speech: Noun, Singular, Masculine

Ponéros/ponērou: 

Part of Speech: Adjective

Definition: toilsome, bad

Usage: evil, bad, wicked, malicious, 

slothful.  Hurtful effect or consequences, 

influence of evil rather than person
