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 On November 6 we will be holding a special service in the Five Alive Mission Community with the Bishop of 
Crediton, Jackie Searle.  This will be our first Confirmation Service in quite a few years, and so we are hoping 

to welcome a good number of people of all ages into the family of the church.   

What is Confirmation Exactly? 
Confirmation is one of those special moments in life.  In short, it is when a person decides to publicly say “Yes” 

to God, and to being a follower of Jesus Christ, growing in faith, in prayer and in service to others by being 
part of a church community.   

When a baby or infant is baptised, they cannot at that age speak for themselves and so Parents and 
Godparents made promises to God on behalf of the child.  By the time that child is then a young person/

teenager they are deemed old enough to affirm these promises themselves through the act of confirmation – 
in other words to “confirm” that the decision made on their behalf is now their own decision.   

As a general rule, confirmation is also a time when the child commits to begin taking responsibility for their 
own destiny.  There is no strict age limit, although embarking on confirmation is a decision that needs to be 

made solely by the child, therefore a minimum age is normally considered as 10 years, with the average being 
around 14 years.  However there is nothing to prevent you from being confirmed even if you are an 

octogenarian (or older)!  Indeed, if you missed out on being baptised as a child, we have the great privilege of 
offering baptism and confirmation to people of all ages.    

What do You need to do to be confirmed? 

As you might expect, when getting ready for a special occasion we will need to make some preparations, 
beforehand.  The first thing is to let Rev’d Julie know this is something you want to do!  The first part of the 

preparation is a social event at the Vicarage on Tuesday 23rd August from 5 – 7pm with a bbq, marshmallows 
and a fire pit!   Then there will be four more sessions early evenings on Tuesdays 13th, 27th September, and 
11th, 25th October to help you as candidates understand more about the decisions and promises you will be 

taking.  A meal will be provided!

interested, and take that next step along your journey of faith.

ONCE again the King’s Arms 
provided the venue for the group’s 
monthly meeting – cosy, informal 
and quiet in The King’s Room. 

Despite the ‘holiday period’, nine 
members arrived to discuss their 
recent reads and select the reading 
material for the next instalments of 
Stockland Book Club. Interestingly, 
the group welcomed the idea of a 
favourite poem being offered by the 
members as part of the get-togethers. 

War and adventure featured 
strongly in this month’s offering with a 
mixture of fact and fiction inter woven 
(Winter in Madrid, C J Sansom – Ill 
Met by Moonlight, Stanley Moss). 
Whilst still with the war theme –  
Sarah Winman’s Still Life title is one 
of love and affection in war torn 
Europe which whisks the reader from 
languid beautiful Tuscany to a rather 
dank miserable London providing, if 
possible, a softer view of the outcome 
of war – not dissimilar in flavour to 
her earlier novel The Guernsey 
Literary and Potato Peel Pie Society. 

A reality check in the form of Albert 
Camus’ The Plague and Cormack 
McCarthy’s The Road reiterates the 

threat of world-wide disaster – 
p a n d e m i c / t h e d e s t r u c t i o n o f 
industrialised civilisation and almost 
all life – are both hardly softened by 
mankind’s ever  survival instinct to 
respond to catastrophe. The ability to 
cope at whatever level also becomes 
the focus of Ann Prachett’s This Is the 
Story of a Happy Marriage – from 
trauma to genuine happiness – which 
offers an irresistible blend of literature 
and memoir revealing the big 
experiences and little moments that 
shaped the author as a daughter, 
wife, friend and writer. 

Perhaps on the lighter side – the 
final episode of the trilogy set in St. 
Oswald's Academy (A Narrow Door, 
Joanne Harris) delves into an ever-
changing interaction of truth, lies and 
untrustworthy narration which make 
f o r t h e r e a d e r ’ s i r r e s i s t i b l e 
determination to discover the truth; 
quite challenging and the unexpected 
throughout. Finally, perhaps for a 
good holiday escape, any of Lee 
Child’s Jack Reacher novels to keep 
the reader on the sun bed for a few 
pleasant hours!

THE arrival of summer invites 
w a l k e r s – s e r i o u s h i k e r s , 
ramblers and strollers plus 
canine friends to the area and the 
parish offers such a variety of 
routes to walk through.  

Stockland is noted for its Turbaries 
(ANOB) affording a ‘quintessentially 
English landscape mix’, an invitation 
to ‘a broad historical heritage and 
‘an important mosaic of valuable 
habitats and species lost from many 
surrounding areas’ (Ian Morgan in: 
‘ T h e S t o c k l a n d T u r b a r i e s : 
Management for Wildl i fe and 
People; David J Allen with Geoff 
Pearce).  

So much to appreciate and 
discover. For the majority this is 
indeed the case but of course there 
are always sensible warnings of 
enjoying the country-side to the full; 
amongst such are references about 
sensible clothing and footwear and 
importantly an awareness probably 
beyond just common sense. 

The long grasses walked through 
provide paradises for ticks – lovers 
of man and his dog! Newspaper 
reports of high-profile celebrities 
suffer ing from t ick bi tes has 
h i g h l i g h t e d t h e p r o b l e m s 
encountered. Celebrity or not any 
one can provide a host! 

Ticks are sp ider- l ike smal l 
parasites that suck blood from other 
animals. They have eight legs, with 
an egg-shaped body that will 
become larger and darker when 
filled with blood. Unlike fleas, they 
don't fly or jump. Instead, they climb 
or drop onto clothing or dog coat – 
usually head-first – when brushed 
past whatever they're sitting on. 
Domestic animal owners will be well 
aware of the typical ticks found on 
pets; indeed, these well-loved 
an imals o f ten offer the f i rs t 

encounter with them. 
W h i l s t m a i n l y a t t a c h i n g 

themselves to cats, dogs, deer, fox, 
and hedgehogs ticks can bite 
people, but apparently it is very rare 
that such will be caught directly from 
a pet being more likely to be picked 
up when walking through long grass 
– hence the earlier caution. 

A tick bite can infect humans and 
animals with bacteria, viruses and 
protozoans – organisms made up of 
one cell – that can cause diseases. 
Some of the latter can be serious 
and may include Lyme disease/
Tularemia – conditions now known 
about by the public; thankfully, only 
a small proportion of ticks carry the 
bacteria.  

Most infect ions are caused 
through the bites of immature ticks 
called nymphs. Nymphs are tiny 
(less than 2 mm) and difficult to see; 
they feed during the spring and 
summer months. Adult ticks can 
also transmit Lyme disease bacteria, 
but they are much larger and are 
more likely to be discovered and 
removed before they have had time 
to spread the bacteria. In most 
cases, the tick must be attached for 
36 to 48 hours or more before the 
Lyme disease bacterium can be 
transmitted.  

Only a small proportion of ticks 
carry these bacteria. A contaminated 

bite, is characterised by a rash of 
small red/pink splotches. Each 
splotch is a flat, itchy skin lesion 
ranging from 1 to 5mm in size. 
These start to appear around the 
original tick bite, usually after 2 to 4 
days, and gradually spread to form 
a large area. Higher temperatures of 
38°C (100.4°F) or  flu-like symptoms 
along with headache or joint pain/
swollen lymph nodes may also 
occur.  

Finding ticks – on animals/humans 
is not a pleasant experience 
especially if its body is bloated with 
blood and hanging on strongly. Ticks 
can attach to any part of the human 
body but are often found in hard-to-
see areas such as the groin, 
armpits, and scalp.  

Usually, a tick will drop off its host 
after a few days with probably no 
harm done. Otherwise, current 
advice is that ticks should be 
removed using clean, fine-tipped 
tweezers by grasping the tick as 
close to the skin’s surface as 
possible, followed by an upward pull 
using a steady even pressure.  

Once removed, the bite area 
should be thoroughly cleansed 
using rubbing alcohol/soap and 
water.  

Being bitten doesn't mean that the 
subsequent wound will be infected 
and certainly it should not be a 
deterrent to the enjoyment of the 
p a r i sh w a l ks a n d w o o d l a n d 
adventures. So hiking boots on, 
strong factor suntan protection to 
the ready and take in the splendour 
of the turbaries.  

Reference is made to the text The 
Stockland Turbaries: Management 
for Wildlife and People (David J 
Allen with Geoff Pearce). Both are 
r e n o w n e d , l o c a l l y a n d 
internationally, for their immersive 
dedication and contributions to the 
survival of the countryside in the 
widest possible spectrum.

Shute was privileged to welcome 
the Ukrainian theatre director 
Anastazie Toros from Lviv, who 
spoke on the history of Ukrainian 
t h e a t r e , a n d w h o t h e n l e d 
workshops and a performance of a 
new play, A Time Traveller’s Guide 
to Donbass by Anastasia Kosodii 
(versionised by Andy Barrett), which 
a l lowed the per fo rmers and 
audience to better understand the 
current war.  

Free places on the workshop were 
offered to members of the now-
dissolved local theatre group STAG 
and other local drama groups; we 
were also lucky to be joined by 
professional actors from the Exeter-
based group Four Swords for the 
workshops and performance.  

This was accompanied by a 
screening of the film Memory 
Scrubbing on the eradication of civil 
society in Russia, with a discussion 
led by Samantha Knights, who 
previously worked on civil rights in 
Russia.  

The local authors and travel 
publishers Hilary Bradt and Janice 
Booth brought colour with a vivid 
illustrated talk on the Arabian island 
of Socotra, as did the sell-out 
Flamenco performance by Salud 
B o t e l l a , a c c o m p a n i e d b y 
meditations on the art of Flamenco 
from best-selling Spain author 
Jason Webster.  

A workshop on the African Dance 
Jerusalema was also given by Carla 
Steenkamp Sheills.  

A major theme of the festival has 
always been nature and the local 
landscape.  

This came to the fore with 
wonderful talks by Hannah Bourne 
Taylor on her new book, Fledgling, 
on birds, and a moving discussion 
with Ben Short on his new book 
Burn, which describes his journey 
from leaving behind a high-flying job 
as advertising executive in London, 
to living in the woods near Bridport 
as a charcoal burner.  

Alongside these, there were tree 
walks into the Shute Deer Park, 
which boasts one of the greatest 
concentrations of ancient oaks in 
England, with specialist Jill Butler; a 
walk to understand the geology and 

formation of the Shute landscape 
wi th loca l geo log is t R ichard 
Edmonds, and a nature art walk by 
local artist Alex Boon.  

Local poet Flora Cruft also 
launched her new collection, I am a 
Spider Mother, with a reading and 
conversation with Greta Stoddart.  

I t was a great pleasure to 
welcome everyone back to the first 
full in-person festival since 2019.  

Festival organisers are also 
thankful to the many volunteers who 
helped to make sure that everything 
ran smoothly and successfully for 
the events.

It is our over-riding belief  that 

plastic, especially single-use plastic and the world's obsession with it, is ruining our countryside, 

our rivers and oceans and our health.  There is ample proof of this; 40% of plastic produced is for 

single-use and 91% of plastic ever produced is still in the environment, which is just shocking. 

(There are, of course, areas where its use is necessary for health and hygiene reasons).

Lucy Siegle, journalist and writer on environmental issues, sums it up:-

“What this is, is a battle against avoidable, unwanted, useless, nuisance plastic, that is 

unnecessarily forced upon us and then into the natural environment, where its impact is 

devastating”.

We want to encourage the citizens of the town and surrounding parishes to reduce their 

dependence on plastic, to become more plastic-smart and to spread the message of its dangers to 

the planet and to human beings, animals and marine life.

Plastic Free Axminster volunteers can be seen taking part in litter picks around the town on a 

regular basis.  We have pop-ups at various venues and attend local events such as Light Up 

Axminster and the Axe Vale show.  Through our Facebook page, we encourage simple swaps to 

more sustainable products and share tips on how we can reduce our dependence on plastic.  With 

a little bit of perseverance, you can do it too!

Or perhaps you 

are a business and would like to know how to cut single-use plastic and become a Business 

Champion.  Or perhaps you belong to a community group or church and would like to find out 

more.
