FIND THE ‘IDES OF 
MARCH’ IN THE SKY

“BEWARE the ides of March” was 
the warning given to Julius Caesar in 
William Shakespeare’s play of the 
same name.   

A little delving into the history 
books (OK, the history website!) and 
the ‘ides of March’ are revealed as 
ancient markers used to reference 
dates in relation to lunar phases.   

Ides refer to the new moon of any 
given month, so there will be the ides 
of February, the ides of November, 
and so on.   

The ides of March usually fall 
between 13th and 15th of the month, 
and at one time signified the new 
year, which meant celebrating and 
rejoicing — I am always up for a 
party!. 

That we notice the lunar phases at 
all is less possible in our society that 
has become addicted to light, as any 
view from space shows our night skies 
to be brightly lit.   

However, we are truly blessed in our 
communities to be largely under dark 
skies, and so the changes of the night 
sky are visible even to the naked eye.  
I hope this will continue long into the 

future. 
I think I wil l , therefore, pay 

particular attention to the new moon 
in March and I invite you do so as 
well.   

In the Bible, we read about new 
moon fest ivals as providing a 
reminder to the people to bring their 
sacrifice to God (numbers 28:11), 
which meant that in conjunction with 
the weekly rhythm of resting on the 
seventh day (the sabbath) there was 
another point in the month to take 
stock, turn to face the living God, 
renew their commitment and give 
thanks.   

Maybe this translates in our modern 
lifestyles into coming to church on a 
regular basis, and if that is something 
that you can do then please consult 
our list of services on page 2 and we 
look forward to welcoming you.   

I f y o u w o r k o r h a v e o t h e r 
commitments on Sundays, then do 
please come along to one of our 
midweek services. 

The moon plays an important role in 
the Christian festival of Easter, 
although with Easter we are looking 

out for the full moon.  We celebrate 
the resurrection of Jesus Christ on the 
first Sunday after the first full moon 
after the vernal equinox (the first day 
of spring).   

This year that falls on April 9th and 
there will be many opportunities to 
join in with experiencing Easter from 
Palm Sunday to Easter Day in all of 
our parish churches.   

I like that this festival is so integral 
to nature and the physical universe, as 
well as secured in our faith and 
spiritual experiences.  

In the meantime, during this month 
we continue to mark the 40 days of 
Lent, as well as saints days — St David 
on March 1st and St Patrick on March 
17th.   

I invite you to join me in this prayer: 
Bless and sanctify this new month to 

us and to all Your people with joy and 
gladness, with blessing and provision 
for all our needs in peace and in 
prosperity. Unite our hearts to fear 
Your name so that we will keep Your 
commandments and walk in the paths 
of righteousness for Your honour and 
to receive Your blessing. Amen.

THIS year Mothering Sunday falls on 
March 19th as it is always the fourth 
Sunday in Lent.

A rather charming story is that on the 
long walk home, the boys and girls 
would pick wild flowers from the 
hedgerows to give their mothers. The 
mothers would make a special cake 
called a Simnel cake to be part of a 
celebration tea — a cake with two layers 
of marzipan and 11 marzipan balls 
representing all the disciples — except 
Judas Iscariot, who betrayed Jesus. 
 There is a story about how the name 

Simnel came about — a couple called 
Simon and Nell bickered over whether 
this special cake should be baked or 
boiled, they finally reached an agreement 
by using both cooking methods!  

The cake is now more usually eaten at 
Easter. 

To remember our mums, past and 
p resen t , t he re w i l l be se rv i ces 
throughout the mission community and 
to keep up with tradition, each lady in 
the congregation will be given a small 
bunch of spring flowers.

Many prices have doubled in 
what seems like overnight. The shop 
must also pay these increases.   

Without all the loyal support of 
regular shoppers the shop could not 
continue.  

The committee strives to ensure the 
shop is sustainable for the future.  

Locals are asked if they could you 
buy one extra item when they shop. 
Whilst this is important and would 
make such a difference to sales, it is 
understood that this is asking existing 
customers to support the shop even 
more.   

‘If you don’t use it, you lose it’ is an 
equally important thought; the feeling 

of not knowing what you are missing 
until it has gone.  

The committee believes the loss of 
the shop in the village would be 
d e v a s t a t i n g f o r m a n y i n t h e 
community, but it can only survive if it 
is used, it cannot survive without 
existing and new customers.   

If anyone has ideas or suggestions 
for new stock or ways forward to 
increase the footfall and sales, please 
let the committee know.  

Thanks goes, again , for the 
generosity, support and patience of 
the Dalwood residents.

THE feathered friends are still subject 
t o g o v e r n m e n t s t a t u t e s a n d 
increasingly stricter measures due to 
avian flu. 

Chickens as sort of family pets are fun 
to keep. Strangely enough, just like 
humans they have their quirks and 
characters. Having only until recently 
mainly seen chickens on supermarket 
shelves, the purchase of a property, 30 
chickens included, all housed in a barn 
has proven an experience! 

Prior to becoming used to such 
friends, the morning ritual of opening 
the top part of a stable door to begin 
the daily free-range boast was more than 
a challenge. To have a small but heavy-
ish flock of birds fly full tilt out of the 
barn — especially if duck didn’t come to 
mind — was enough to be a knock-out.  

So, the first of several moves began: 
from the barn to the great outdoors — a 
new run, a new coop, fresh straw, 
feeding stations, that is all the attendant 
initial husbandry.  

Initially, all went well but, of course, 
chickens invite predators and the foxes, 
crows, even a buzzard all came a-calling. 
Keeping them all at bay, as all chicken 
owners know, is a nightmare. Once 
conquered, or rather kept in check, 
raising chickens and their chicks can 
provide genuine enjoyment. But then 
disaster set in the form of a virulent 
avian flu. 

While bulletins of avian flu outbreaks 
may seem an issue of the past this is 
definitely not the case: it is still rife 
throughout Europe and on the increase 
— devastatingly so in Spain and Portugal 

— whilst the UK has faced its largest 
ever outbreak with over 270 cases 
confirmed across the country since late 
October 2021.  

There is still an Avian Influenza 
Prevention Zone (AIPZ) in place across 
the whole of England which means all 
bird keepers — owners of pet birds, 
commercial flocks or just a few birds in a 
backyard flock — are required by law to 
take a range of biosecurity precautions 
including: keeping birds indoors/under 
cover, restricting access for non-essential 
people on site, ensuring workers change 
clothing and footwear before entering 
bird enclosures and cleaning and 
disinfecting vehicles regularly to limit the 
risk of the disease spreading. These 
measures remain in place until otherwise 
advised. No chicken home is exempt.  

Unfortunately, myth and facts have 
become inter-twined. Flocks have been 
culled, eggs destroyed — commercial 
and ‘back-yard’ holders alike have 
seemingly been left confused by the 
many ‘government source’ directives.  

In all this the egg, once a cheap meal, 
is no longer thus: feed costs, re-housing 
changes and scarcity have all meant 
increased prices. Supermarkets indicate 
that a price of £4 plus per half-dozen is 
in sight. In addition, the free-range 
slogan/measurement is defunct with the 
media suggesting replacements such as 
‘barn-raised eggs’, ‘under-covered eggs’ 
— any other suggestions forthcoming? 

Current update: as of January 7, local 
movement restrictions have been 
removed but the AIPZ measures remain 
in place. Failure to comply with the AIPZ 
may be an offence and subject to an 
unlimited fine on summary conviction 
and up to three months’ imprisonment.

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AFTER a delicious and varied shared 
lunch, those present at the recent 
Friday Faith Forum settled down to 
listen to Rev John Woollam explain 
how the Old Testament and New 
Testament fitted together with one 
and the same message.     

As Saint Augustine put it: “Hidden in 
the Old Testament, yet revealed in the 
New.”    

There are parts of the Old Testament  
which can seem very difficult to read  — 
like the emphasis on legality, sacrifices 
and bloody battles, but all through it, 
there are pointers to the coming of the 
Messiah. 

John had five main headings: 1) The

the sacrifice of Christ on a cross; 4)  
Rules and regulations in the Old 
Testament which could be boiled down 
to the one commandment in the New 
Testament  which Jesus gave to love 
God first and our neighbours as 
ourselves; 5) Look-a-likes — people in 
the Old Testament who in some ways 
were like Jesus.

THE Archdeacon of Plymouth, the Ven 
Nick Shutt, shares this update on the 
Diocese of Exeter Ukraine Refugee 
Support Scheme… 

“When Russia invaded Ukraine in 
February 2022, we as a diocese, like so 
many others, were moved to respond 
by offering sanctuary to Ukrainian 
families fleeing the war. To that end, we 
teamed-up with Citizens UK to match 
refugee families with host families in 
Devon. 

“We were touched and overwhelmed 
by the number of people who stepped 
forward to offer accommodation. As a 
result, we have been able to match 80 
Ukrainians in at least 32 settings across 
Devon. 

“It has involved a huge amount of 
effort by a small team of diocesan staff 
and volunteer translators. We are very 
proud of what we have been able to 
achieve but we have concluded that it 
is not sustainable to continue with the 
work to match UK hosts with new 
Ukrainian guests. 

“We are extremely grateful to 
everyone who has put themselves 

forward to be potential hosts, and for 
the many encouragements we have 
received along the way. For those of 
you for whom we have not been able 
to find suitable matches, we are 
extremely grateful for you putting 

yourselves forward. 
“We have learned a great deal as we 

have undertaken this task. We started 
with virtually no knowledge about the 
process and got up to speed very 
quickly.  

“We soon learned that our Ukrainian 
families tended to be in larger family 
groups that we first imagined, that 
they preferred city to country life, and 
that they are very keen to find work 
and schooling. 

“These factors have meant that it has 
often proved diff icult to place 
Ukrainians in some of our more rural 
locations. 

“The war in Ukraine is not over and 
we will continue to work with our 
churches to provide whatever pastoral 
and practical support we can to the 
Ukrainian families now living in Devon 
and their host families.” 

You can find out more about the 
continuing work of  Citizens UK  to 
welcome refugees. The  Sanctuary 
Foundation  is a Christian organisation 
which promotes refugee welcome and 
welfare.

Publishing, and I am more than happy 
to lend it out to anyone who would like 
to read more.

A statement from the national 
Church of England, released on January 
20th:  

“The draft texts, proposed by the 
bishops of the Church of England, will 
be considered by General Synod next 
month alongside other proposals in 
response to a six-year process of 
listening, learning and discernment on 
questions of identity, sexual ity, 
relationships and marriage known 
as Living in Love and Faith.   

The bishops have also made a direct 
public apology to LGBTQI+ people for 
the way in which the Church has 
rejected or excluded them, admitting: 
“We have not loved you as God loves 
you, and that is profoundly wrong.” 

The apology is set out in a pastoral 
letter from the bishops of the Church 
of England which also recognises that 

they disagree over same-sex marriage 
and proposes a way forward which 
could be put in action within months. 

A report — Living in Love and Faith: 
A response from the Bishops of the 
Church of England about identity, 
sexuality, relationships and marriage — 
sets out the bishops’ proposals and 
recommends areas for further work. 

There is also a book of draft worship 
resources — Prayers of Love and Faith. 
It is a range of prayers and readings 
which could be used in a church 
service, such as a Service of the Word 
or a Service within a Celebration of 
Holy Communion. 

There are prayers of thanksgiving 
and dedication and a prayer for God’s 
blessing as well as prayers for use with 
specific elements of a service, such as 
a  P r a y e r w h e n R i n g s a r e 
Worn  and  Prayers at the lighting of a 
candle.  

Opening the letter the bishops write: 
“We want to apologise for the ways in 
which the Church of England has 
treated LGBTQI+ people — both those 
who worship in our churches and those 
who do not.  

“For the times we have rejected or 
excluded you, and those you love, we 
are deeply sorry.  

“The occasions on which you have 
received a hostile and homophobic 
response in our churches are shameful 
and for this we repent.  

“As we have listened, we have been 
told time and time again how we have 
failed LGBTQI+ people. 

“We have not loved you as God loves 
you, and that is profoundly wrong. We 
affirm, publicly and unequivocally, that 
LGBTQI+ people are welcome and 
valued: we are all children of God.” 

Describing the prayers and readings, 
they explain: “This resource will offer 
clergy a variety of flexible ways to 
affirm and celebrate same-sex couples 
in church, and will include prayers of 
dedication, thanksgiving and for God’s 
blessing. 

“This resource will represent a 
significant move that is intended as a 

loving and celebratory response to 
same-sex couples who are cherished 
and deeply valued by the Church.” 

They explain that the prayers will be 
entirely discretionary and that the 
formal teaching of the Church of 
England as set out in the canons and 
authorised liturgies — that Holy 
Matrimony is between one man and 
one woman for life — would not 
change.   

“While there is a range of convictions 
held by the bishops about this 
important matter, we have not found 
sufficient consensus to propose a 
change in doctrine at the present 
time,” they write. 

The bishops’ proposals will be 
discussed in detail at General Synod 
which meets at Church House, 
Westminster, from February 6th to 9th.  

The Bishop of London, Sarah Mullally, 
who chaired the group which led the 
process of discernment and decision 
making, said: ‘We are so grateful to the 
thousands of people across the Church 
of England who have taken part in this 
unique exercise in listening and 
learning together. 

“I would like to thank all those who 
took part, sharing often deeply 
personal experiences, with great 
patience and courage. 

“This has shown us vividly the diverse 
beliefs and hopes that are found 
among those who call the Church of 
England their spiritual home.  

“We have taken a l l of those 
responses to heart and they have been 
vital in helping shape the proposals 
which we are putting forward today.” 

In response to the Church of England 
statement, the bishops of Exeter, 
Crediton and Plymouth wrote to all 
clergy in the diocese with the following 
letter on Friday, January 20th: 

“Dear Friends in Christ. We are 
w r i t i n g t o y o u , f o l l o w i n g t h e 
publication of the proposals agreed by 
the College of Bishops in relation 
to Living in Love and Faith. As bishops 
of the Church of England, serving

been strongly engaged with this 
d i scernment p rocess f rom the 
beginning and continue to be so. 

“It is vital to find a way forward for 
the Church of England and we believe 
that these proposals offer such an 
o p p o r t u n i t y. We w e l c o m e t h e 
proposed prayers of thanksgiving, 
dedication and God’s blessing for same 
sex couples. It is significant that same 

sex couples will now be able to have 
their civil marriage or partnership 
publicly affirmed in a church ceremony.  

“We recognise that these proposals 
go too far for some people and not far 
enough for others. We will offer our 
pastoral support to all as we continue 
to engage in this process and invite 
you to reflect on what is proposed by 
visiting www.churchofengland.org/
resources/living-love-and-faith.  

“We pray that the College of 
Bishops’ proposals will be received in a 
spirit of generosity by the General 
Synod and the wider church.  Living in 
Love and Faith is a journey. As bishops 
we are committed to walking together 
and we invite you to walk with us as 
God’s pilgrim people. 
 “With thanks for our partnership in 

the Gospel,  +Robert Exon, +Jackie 
Crediton, +James Plymouth.”

Plastic Free Axminster was formed in 2019 and is working under the auspices of the marine charity

Surfers Against Sewage, to gain plastic-free status for the town. It is our over-riding belief  that 

plastic, especially single-use plastic and the world's obsession with it, is ruining our countryside, 

our rivers and oceans and our health.  There is ample proof of this; 40% of plastic produced is for 

single-use and 91% of plastic ever produced is still in the environment, which is just shocking. 

(There are, of course, areas where its use is necessary for health and hygiene reasons).

Lucy Siegle, journalist and writer on environmental issues, sums it up:-

“What this is, is a battle against avoidable, unwanted, useless, nuisance plastic, that is 

unnecessarily forced upon us and then into the natural environment, where its impact is 

devastating”.

We want to encourage the citizens of the town and surrounding parishes to reduce their 

dependence on plastic, to become more plastic-smart and to spread the message of its dangers to 

the planet and to human beings, animals and marine life.

Plastic Free Axminster volunteers can be seen taking part in litter picks around the town on a 

regular basis.  We have pop-ups at various venues and attend local events such as Light Up 

Axminster and the Axe Vale show.  Through our Facebook page, we encourage simple swaps to 

more sustainable products and share tips on how we can reduce our dependence on plastic.  With 

a little bit of perseverance, you can do it too!
If you are a school or nursery, you can sign up to the initiative to be plastic-free.  Or perhaps you 

are a business and would like to know how to cut single-use plastic and become a Business 

Champion.  Or perhaps you belong to a community group or church and would like to find out 

more.

‘Can’ you help recycle aluminium?
LET’S take a look at the recycling of 
aluminium cans.  

Did you know that it takes 95 per 
cent less energy to recycle aluminium 
cans than it does to make new ones?  

Making cans from raw materials 
(bauxite) is an energy-intensive 
process, using the same amount of 
energy to make one new can as it does 
to recycle 20.  

A l u m i n i u m c a n b e r e c y c l e d 
indefinitely without loss of quality 
(unlike plastic) and 75 per cent of all 
the aluminium ever made is still in 
circulation — in a positive way. The 
same cannot be said about its plastic 
neighbour!  

If we recycled all the aluminium cans 

we use in the UK annually — 600 per 
average UK household (dear reader, 
that surely cannot be any of us reading 
this!) — we would need 14million fewer 
dustbins!  

Recyc l i ng j u s t one tonne o f 
aluminium saves up to 9tonnes of CO2 
emissions.  

But… how sad is it then to find out 
that around 80million cans are sent to 
landfill and incineration in the UK each 
year?  

More frustrating still to find cans 
rolling around our towns and villages, 
which have been tossed out of cars, 
dropped in hedges, ditches and on 
pavements.  

So it is really important that if folks 

are away from home that they take 
cans home to recycle them later.  

If you see a lonely can along your 
daily walk, why not keep a paper bag in 
your shopping bag, pick up the can, 
carry it home and recycle it, knowing 
that it will back on the shelf as a new 
can within 60 days!  

You can find out how the process 
works by watching a short but 
fascinating film on YouTube. Search: 
How are Aluminium Cans Recycled?  
How Do They Do It? on the online 
video platform. 

Encourage your friends, family and 
neighbours to do the same so we make 
full use of this incredibly useful 
resource.
