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THE passing of The Queen although 
expected at some point was still a 
huge shock when i t actua l l y 
h a p p e n e d o n t h e T h u r s d a y 
afternoon, and even though we have 
never met her, the sense of loss was 
greatly felt and several tears have 
been shed. 

All of the television coverage over 
the fol lowing days was simply 
wonderful and at times we have found 
ourselves quite absorbed in it all.  
Looking back over her time as 
monarch for the past 70 years has 
made us all extremely proud. What an 
incredible lady, a true inspiration to us 
all. 

O n W e d n e s d a y , w h e n t h e 
procession of transporting The Queen 
f r o m B u c k i n g h a m P a l a c e t o 
Westminster Hall took place, we all 
wished we were there. How amazing 
was that?   

From Buckingham Palace, along The 
Mall, Horse Guards Road across to 
Horse Guards Parade and onto 
Whitehall to Parliament Square and 
into the Palace of Westminster where 
she would lie in state until the day of 
her funeral. 

The live stream of people visiting 
her and paying their respects was 
strangely quite addictive. 

Then there were comments over 
dinner of “I’d like to go,” and “Me 
too”. Lots of thinking and debating 
followed, could we actually go? So 
after much pondering and looking at 
train times, we thought let’s do it, we 
are never going to experience 
anything like this ever again, this is 
part of history. 

So, on Thursday evening, we caught 
the train from Crewkerne at 8.40pm 
and arrived at London Waterloo at 
m i d n i g h t , h o p p e d o n t h e 
underground to Bermondsey and, 
along with many others, walked until 
we found the end of the queue using 
the WhatThreeWords app with 
Navy.Noises.Overnight at Southwark 
Park.   

Once there, we slowly walked 
through a huge cascade of metal 
barriers until about 2am, then a hike 
through several streets of old and 
new buildings, then finally we were 
given our wristbands just before we 
arrived at Tower Bridge.   

Oh my, the view by night was 
superb, after walking through lots of 
back streets the lights of Tower 
Bridge were extremely welcome. 

The queue took us along The 
Queen’s Walk, where we could see 
and pass many iconic landmarks. St 
Paul’s Catherdral, The Millennium 
Footbridge, Shakespeare’s globe 
shining bright at 3.20am, The Tate 
Modern, The Oxo Tower, The Royal 
National Theatre, Waterloo Bridge 
and by 8.20am we had made it to The 
Southbank Centre and then we could 
finally see The London Eye.   

On a normal day, this walk should 
have taken around 25 minutes but it 
took us five hours!  During these early 
hours, it got particularly cold and 
much marching on the spot took place 
to keep the circulation going. The 
girls lined up for about an hour to get 
a hot chocolate for us all to try and 
warm up, I stayed in the queue. Then 
it was around Jubilee Gardens along 
Belvedere Road towards Westminster 
Bridge. By now, it was 9.20am and 
here we walked along the The 
National Covid Memorial Wall, full of 
hearts with touching inscriptions to 
those who lost their lives in the 
pandemic. It went on and on and on. 
What an emotional and touching 
tribute. 

We had made it to Lambeth Bridge, 
crossing this was very chilly even 
though the sun was shining bright.  
Then down the steps into Victoria 
Tower Gardens South at 10.30am.  
Here was when it looked like you 
were nearing the end but in actual 
fact there were colossal lines of roped 
zig-zags to still get through, this took 
three hours before entering the high 
level security. 

Phones off and then the reality that 
we were finally at the entrance to 
Westminster Hall. We approached the 
incline of steps of the cold stone 
building, up we went, my heart 
beating like a drum.  

We were ushered around to the top 
of the stairs leading down to where 
The Queen was lying in state, because 
the changing of the guards was just 
about to take place.   

This was totally fascinating to see, 
such precision timing, just like 
clockwork. The thumping of the 

sword, the sound was incredible.  
After viewing this on television, how 
could we actually be here in person?  
The colours were so intense, so much 
more vivid than the TV portrays. The 
perfection of the uniformed guards 
and the Royal Standard Flag was 
immense. 

Now it was our turn to pay our 
respects to our beloved Queen. We 
bowed our heads and said a big thank 
you. We were unaware that the Prime 
Minister of New Zealand was also 
paying her respects at the same time 
as us. This coverage was on the 
national news and our twins, Katie 
and Ellie, and their friend, Daisy Drew, 
were in the background of the report. 
She has said in an interview that The 
Queen was there for all of her people 
and now all of her people are there 
for her.  So very true. 

It also became apparent that David 
Beckham was only 45 minutes behind 
us in the queue! 

So, in all, it took us 13 hours from 
start to finish and although being 
extremely exhausting, almost falling 
asleep stood up at times, every 
second was totally worthwhile. This 
experience was magical, surreal, 
magnificent, glorious and most of all 
memorable, something we shall never 
ever forget. 

The volumes of people were un-
imaginable, but although such huge 
crowds, all were calm, respectful and 
patient every step of the way.  People 
became friends with those around 
them and became like family, all 
looking out for one another. 

After our visit to Westminster Hall 
we walked the reverse of The Queen’s 
last journey and headed to another 
queue to see the floral tributes in 
Green Park. We have never seen 
anything like it, the colours were so 
wonderful. 

We would like to thank HM Queen 
Elizabeth II for her long and loyal 
service, she devoted her life to her 
role and what a role model she was. 

So in the words of Paddington Bear 
— “We thank you, Ma’am, for 
everything.”

Incidents can be reported online to 
E D D C a t e a s t d e v o n . g o v . u k /
environmental-maintenance/report-fly-
t ipping. I t i s usefu l to use the 
What3Words app to identify the precise 
location. When I tried to use the online 
reporting service, it wasn’t working 
properly. I believe another resident who 
found the same problem eventually 
reported the fly-tipping by telephone. 

The dumped material remained there 
for some time but, about a month later, I 
walked past again, and it was all gone. I 
would like to think that the perpetrator 
had a fit of remorse and came back to 
remove it, but I expect that it was the 
council doing its duty.

Saving the pub
‘THE great British pub is in danger 
of extinction — here’s how we 
saved ours’, so ran the headline in a 
recent weekend supplement of The 
Sunday Telegraph. 

The story told of how one village 
despite all the odds — the current 
wholescale demise of the traditional 
archetypical village pub — brought 
its pub back to life and indeed 
perhaps a village revival. 

Membury resident and journalist 
Boudicca Fox-Leonard reported on 
the efforts of Stockland community 
to revive the King’s Arms — citing it 
as a story of how a community came 
together and fought for that asset.  

The article explains the routes 
taken to revive the circa 1688 pub  
that had stood closed for seven years 
in the very heart of the village: the 
b a t t l e a g a i n s t t h r e a t o f 
demolishment, against housing 
development proposals and that of 
raising the funding, to the final 
purchase and reopening with the pub 
now owned by local share-holders. 

The King’s Arms has successfully 
bucked the national trend that has 
seen a quarter of the pubs close in 
the UK since 2000 — more than 
13,000. The total number of pubs 
dropped below 40,000 during the 
first half of 2022.  

The text carries a salutary warning 
against complacency citing the huge 
competition, which the vil lage 
shareholders know all too well. The 
sheer dedication of landlord Ben 
Wa lke r and h i s s t a f f i s a l so 
acknowledged with a staunch 
reminder that survival comes at a 
cost. 

Perhaps this is summarised by the 
landlord of The Rose Inn, Kent, also 
featured in the article in his comment 
that he might be working all hours, 
but he is trying to keep the pace 
steady.  

“You need to look after yourself 
because you’re the most important 
asset. Your head has to be strong as 
well. You have to take care of 
yourself as well as the business,” he 
remarked. 

Thanks go to a journalist with the 
locality at her heart in reporting on 
The King’s Arms ‘achievement’.

ON October 2nd 2021, my Mum died 
after a brief i l lness. Macmil lan 
provided the most wonderful care, 
enabling her to stay in her own flat in 
her final weeks.  

This was such a blessing to her, and to 
the family. I wanted to do something to 
honour Mum and to thank Macmillan, so 
I decided to run the London Marathon.  

This was way out of my comfort zone. 
I wasn’t a runner. I wasn’t even much of 
a walker. I was 62, way overweight and 
completely out of condition. So when I 
set about training in January this was a 
real challenge. 

Then in late May my dear brother , 
John, died from heart disease. This was 
a real shock. I added the British Heart 
Foundation to my fundraising. 

From not being able to run a few 
hundred yards, I built my strength with 
runs to Musbury, to other villages, 
across to Seaton and along the 
promenade. I started Seaton Park Run 
on Saturday mornings. I began to enter 
longer races — 10ks and half-marathons 
— and all the time I was getting the 
most wonderful support from friends 
and neighbours in Whitford. 

And so, on the morning of Sunday, 
October 2nd 2022 — the exact first 
anniversary of my Mum’s death and five 
stone lighter than the day she died — I 
lined up on Blackheath with 45,000 
others and set off on one of the 
greatest days of my life.

I tested positive for Covid — 
which apparently means I ran the 
marathon with it — and I’ve  accepted a 
place to run the 2023 Marathon for 
Terence Higgins Trust. It’s addictive.

NOW that autumn is upon us, it does 
seem that many of the summer 
flowering plants seem a bit confused 
and are still in full bloom, whilst at the 
same time we are seeing wonderful 
displays of dahlias.

As you know the late Queen spent her last days at Balmoral Castle, a glorious retreat for the monarchy. Queen Victoria and 
Prince Albert leased a small remote castle in 1848 but when the lease came up for sale Prince Albert bought the vast estate in 
1852 and then rebuilt the castle in 1856. 

In 1855, Prince Albert gave the village of Braemar a gift of their own weather station. It was an inspired choice of location, 
as it proved that Braemar is the coldest inhabited place in the British isles.  

Braemar is surrounded by mountains where on cold, calm winter nights the cold air flows down the steep slopes filling the 
Braemar valley with temperature’s more like the Arctic. In February 1895, Braemar recorded the lowest temperature of minus 
27.2C which was again recorded in January 1982. The Braemar bank managers recorded the weather from 1855 to 1980 when 
the Met Office installed an automatic station.
