As from Orchardhill Parish Church

Dear members and friends of Orchardhill,

Since January 2021, when Grant Barclay was appointed Interim Clerk to the Presbytery of
Glasgow, Orchardhill has been in the process of seeking a new minister. The congregation
appointed a Nominating Committee to search out their chosen candidate. With deep thought
and prayer, the Nominating Committee reviewed candidates, and they chose a ‘Sole
Nominee’. Their choice was Gillian Rooney, who has been Probationer here in Orchardhill for
a year.

Gillian preached as Sole Nominee on Sunday 5 September. After the service, the
congregation stayed on in the Church to vote on the Nominating Committee’s choice. Only
people on the congregation’s Electoral Register, who had been at the service that morning,
were eligible to vote. In a secret confidential ballot, 81 votes were cast in favour of calling
Gillian to be the minister, and 3 against. Gillian accepted the result of the ballot and was
immediately welcomed as Minister Elect.

Because she is still a Probationer, and her term does not finish until 30 November, Gillian will
not be ordained and inducted as the minister of Orchardhill until early in December. In the
meantime, however, she will continue to be at the centre of the church’s life, leading worship
and giving pastoral care to the congregation.

| am delighted to say that, until Gillian is fully inducted and ordained, the Presbytery will keep
me here as Interim Moderator. It will be a pleasure for me to share in church life with Gillian

and with the other leaders and with all the congregation.

And together we will look forward to Gillian being ordained and inducted as minister here
early in December (further details in due course!)

The Creative Cellar At Work

The work includes the refurbishment of the railings beside the Memorial Halls, the Claremont
gates, the creation of a beautiful cross in the prayer garden and the refurbishment of two
benches. As you will be aware, James Going was also responsible for building the fabulous
lighthouse.

These guys are such a blessing to Orchardhill, and we are so lucky that they are willing to
devote so much time and energy to developing the concept of an Orchardhill community hub
through the vehicles of the Black Door Shop and Creative Workshop.

The creation of the workshop has allowed some work to be carried out around the church in
the last few weeks.

The railings at the Memorial Halls :

In the garden of remembrance the bench that
previously was yellow and sat at the back door
was stripped and varnished and Cross was
installed to add to the contemplative area.

At the Tower door the in-remembrance bench was
stripped and varnished.

Removing rust from the gates at
the driveway and Rosslea

At the BB, which has just started back, the workshop is being used to strip pallets, sand/plane
the wood and make garden flower planters from the wood. The Boys hope the congregation
will support them do this to raise money for Guide Dogs for the Blind who are 90 years old
this year. Watch for news of the development of the project. This is a great way for the Boys
to learn new skills.

Future projects include:

The removal and replacement of the fence at the church officer’s home. For this we will need
helpers and we will be able to provide guidance and assistance to ensure all safety measures
are in place and that everyone knows what they are doing. Notes of interest would be
appreciated.
