One of the wonderful things about living in England is the lovely long light
nights. | don’t know about you but I’'m loving the fact that | don’t need to
put any lights on in the house until about 10pm, unless I’'m doing cross stitch
that is! And when you are outside it doesn’t ever seem to get dark! The
long, cold, dark evenings of December and January are a distant memory.
And OK, | get woken by the dawn chorus at 4am, but it’s worth it to have
hours and hours of daylight at this time of the year!

And the variety of weather continues to surprise me! We often joke about
the British always talking about the weather when we have no real weather
to talk about. Well it’s true that when | was planning my #weathercrossstitch
| didn’t bother assigning a thread to hurricanes, blizzards or sandstorms!
And although | did add in some extreme temperature colours, | didn’t really
expect to use them.

But our weather and
temperatures do vary
as the picture shows.
Hot summer weather |
one day followed by °
spring or even winter
temperatures the next!
Sunshine followed by
rain, often in the same
day. Which makes choosing the backstitch difficult some days! But we Brits
are used to the variety. And although we dream of unending blue skies and
refreshing breezes, if we are honest, we would probably moan that we need
some rain. And we are used to packing sunscreen, a jumper and an umbrella
in the same bag!

Some commentators have suggested that although we don't like change, our
climate means that we are better suited to dealing with it when it is imposed
on us. A friend of mine who lives and works half the year in Ghana suggests
that their nearly constant temperature and |2 hours of daylight throughout
the year may be why they cope less well with change.



We worship a God who is ‘the same, yesterday, today and forever.’” But
who declares, ‘behold, | am making all things new!” We can trust and rely
on God; his nature is unchanging, his love, values and commands remain
true.

Looking Back To Great Ayton in the Pre-Motor Age
The days when you could take a horse-drawn cab to and
from Great Ayton railway station were recalled in a
newspaper report of May 1959.

Well

summer months, wearing the traditional buttoned coachman’s done Malcolm

coat and a cockaded topper, he drove a four-in-hand charabanc

conveying visitors to the seaside resort on tours of the

neighbouring countryside.

At the same time, Mr William Minchin was the proprietor of a similar business in
Great Ayton, the report explains. It was jokingly suggested by “Alfie” that they
should “have a swap.” What began as a joke developed into an earnest business
proposition. The two decided to dispense with the services of an auctioneer or
valuer and made an individual appraisement of their stock and equipment and this
was adjusted by Mr Dunning paying over a small sum of money.

“Mr Dunning provided horsed cabs for the conveyance of passengers to and from
Great Ayton station. This service plied between 7.30 am and 9 pm during the week
and until I .30 pm on Saturdays when there was a late train. "

“His charges were fourpence from Low Green and threepence from Langbaugh
Terrace. Over the years Mr Dunning provided the cabs for countless funerals and
weddings.

“He was the pioneer of a motor bus service between Stokesley and Middlesbrough
which was later developed and extended and was ultimately acquired by United
Automobile Services. Two of his sons, Percy and Fred, however, retained control
of the touring coach side of the business.

“Mr Dunning made a return visit to Great Ayton each year during the week of
Stokesley Show, an event he had not missed for 66 years. Within the past few
weeks he had attended the Cleveland Point-to-Point races.”
