It’s Not just Our World

| was in Ayton’s Fish and Chip Shop a few weeks ago waiting
to be served. A young mum with a child was in front of me
collecting their tea, and as she was served she reached
“-' forwards and picked up a plastic fork saying “It'll save me
" washing up when | get home!”

(VS W

If that mum remembers the occasion, please don’t thing | am getting at you
personally, but we have created a society that disposes too easily without reusing.
Going back to my childhood we were used to the sound of milk bottles in crates,
beer bottles and Lowcocks lemonade bottles having money on them, loose biscuits
sold at the corner shop, and the products we bought in the shops didn’t come with
all the brown packaging we now get from Amazon.

When the bin days changed a while ago, the job of putting the Church Hall bin out
fell to me. Each week the bin is full of black bags filled with disposable plates,
banqueting roll, cutlery and plastic cups as folk don’t want the hassle of washing up
after parties and functions. Sometimes when | throw another bag in | hear one
somewhere below clink with glass bottles knocking together, as the function holders
have thrown them out rather than recycle them as asked, and when its all in a black
bag its very difficult to tell.

It never used to be like this. When | came here in 1993, for big occasions in the
Hall Laura Lamb would get out the Mothers’ Union table clothes beautifully
laundered and ironed, the best china from the special cupboard in the kitchen and
a team of ladies would man the sink washing up as we went along (that was usually
the only mention of a man in the proceedings!!) For those on the receiving end of
eating and drinking, it was a far more pleasurable experience eating off a proper
plate with a metal knife and fork than trying to cut your food with plastic cutlery
on a foam plate, whilst drinking out of a plastic beaker. As well as being more
environmentally friendly, such occasions also brought people together.

What happens to all this rubbish? In our beautiful and fragile world all this plastic
is either dumped in a landfill waiting a millennia or two to decompose or incinerated.
Some has been dumped at sea, for the oceans are so vast they can take it - surely?
And yet we see islands of plastic appearing and wildlife being killed by the plastic
pollution.

Well, the good news is that when Robin Harmar oversaw the Church Hall
renovations he included a dishwasher and glasswasher to make the job easier. So
help save the planet by starting small - wash up, re-use and recycle where possible.

Freewill Offer for 2020 A big decision was needed for this, as the giving from
Parishes to the Diocese is not keeping up with the budget, so either we pay more
or have less clergy. The Diocese estimates total costs for having a Vicar are £71,000
p-a.. Can | stress that we are not paid this!! This includes an amount to help pay
for training future clergy, pensions for former clergy, housing and a share in the
Administration costs of the Diocese which have grown due to the increasing
demands with Safeguarding.

We have always believed that we should support others and last year gave £90,840
for the second year running. In the hope that a new Giving Scheme next year can
help bring in more Income next year, it was proposed we increase by 4% to £94,440.
As well as our Freewill Offer, our Parish also sends Fees to the Diocese often in
the region of £8,000, so we are still very much a supporting Parish.

Marwood Church of England School Alison Lambert, now —
the School Secretary, has also taken over the role of Clerk to the e
Governing Body and has therefore had to step down as a
Foundation Governor representing the Church of England. We : :
have asked David Fox if he would be willing to take on this role F' Uh
and pleased he said yes. The PCC unanimously endorsed his

We are now looking into the specifics but have decided to use the Harvest and
Christmas collections for this project as our Church has been extremely generous over
recent years, giving more from its reserves to the Diocese to help others.

Freewill Offer We increased our Freewill Offer to the Diocese significantly for 2017
when we had 23 weddings in Church in 2016, on the understanding we would have to
review if things changed. We have kept to the same level of giving since despite a fall
in weddings to just 9 this year, with consequent effect on finances. The PCC decided
that we need to set a break even budget for 2020, so reduced our offer to £8004 for
this year. This is a significant drop and we regret doing it but we can’t keep on giving
from Reserves. It is so important that regular worshippers also give regularly and
generously. As we don't have a weekly service we already lose out on offerings.

Dates Our Harvest Service will be on Friday |8t October at 7pm and our Christmas
Carol Service on Thursday 19t December at 7.30pm. We will be joined by Christ
Church Choir on both occasions.
