Opportunities for Prayer within Currie Kirk

Communal Worship

Week by week in Communal Worship we have a Gathering Prayer, concluding with The Lord’s Prayer.
Later in the service we have an Intercessory Prayer when we pray for other situations both locally,
nationally and worldwide.

Prayer Tree Service

Prayer Trees are an ancient and anonymous way of sharing prayer concerns by pinning leaves on the
Prayer Tree giving only Christian Names and situations of concern. The Prayer Tree is situated in the

Church and a short Prayer Service of around ten minutes is held on the second Sunday of each month
following worship.
