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WORTH A VISIT

At the end of August several members of the
Friends of Mottram Church committee paid a
visit to St Margaret's Church, Altrincham.

We attended the Wednesday Eucharist at the
invitation of the vicar, Rev David Murray and
enjoyed meeting him and members of his
congregation over tea/coffee and biscuits
after the service.

The grade II listed church was built between
1851 and ‘54 by George Grey, 7th Earl of
Stamford, and dedicated to his sister
Margaret who died in 1852.

At the time it was in the middle of nowhere
and there are various speculations as to why
it was built where it was. One theory is one
of the Earls wives was ostracised by the parish church as she had
been a bare-back rider in the circus. Another is that the railway
had been extended to Bowden and Manchester mill owners
wanted to escape the smoke of their factories.

But we were there to see 'Tommy'. This magnificent, imposing
statue was spotted by Catherine Rogerson when she gave a talk
to their ladies group. We just had to see him for ourselves!

"Tommy' is carved, in one piece, from a beech tree which had

come down in a storm some years previously in the church

grounds. A local sculptor asked to have the tree and later

returned with this amazing work of art.
