LIVING IN LOVE AND FAITH In 2020, the Church of England produced a
book entitled ‘Living in Love and Faith: Christian Teaching and Learning
about ldentity, Sexuality, Relationships and Marriage.”

In September, there will be a
short sermon series on three key areas, after which there will be the
opportunity to join a short course exploring the issues in more detail.
