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I have often reflected that sometimes we 
do not know a person until we attend their 
funeral. When I hear a eulogy or a trib-
ute given for someone whom I thought 
I knew, I often find myself realising how 
little I really did know of that person’s life 
and attainments and struggles.
The novelist Franz Kafka once wrote in a 
letter, ‘We are as forlorn as children lost in 
the woods. When you stand in front of me 
and look at me, what do you know of the 
griefs that are in me and what do I know 
of yours. And if I were to cast myself down 
before you and weep and tell you, what 
more would you know about me than you 
know about Hell when someone tells you it 
is hot and dreadful? For that reason alone 
we human beings ought to stand before 
one another as reverently, as reflectively, as 
lovingly, as we would before the entrance 
to Hell.’ (Letter to Oskar Pollak, November 
8, 1903.) For Kafka the individual fears that 
there is no one who can understand him 
for there is no one exactly like himself.

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The world often seems a cold and indiffer-
ent place. No matter what is happening in 
your personal life, the world goes on un-
caringly. ‘Stop all the clocks, cut off the tel-
ephone, prevent the dog from barking, si-
lence the pianos’ wrote W. H. Auden, but 
of course that never happens. The mu-
sic plays, the buses run and people go to 
and fro about their business. Indeed it is 
only the concern and interest of our fellow 
Christians that may rescue us from alone-
ness. It is the warmth and understanding 
of the church community that banishes 
the cold of isolation. Certainly Mairi and 
I will never forget the love and support so 
many of you have shown us during Mairi’ s 
illness. Thank you.
How to love and care enough so that we 
can appreciate something of how the other 
feels, and recognise the signals even when 
these may be confusing, how to try and 
understand why others do what they do, 
these are the goals we must set ourselves 
within our relationships. Moreover we 
have to realise that searching for the truth 
about others always involves us in self-
understanding and a discovery of truths 
about ourselves. There is so much we need 
to learn about how to listen and respond, 
about how to help and how to heal, about 
trust and forgiveness. I am not always an 
easy person to understand, no more are 
you. So let us approach each other with 
caring interest and reflective wonder. The 
church has to be broad enough and tol-
erant enough to make allowances for the 
variety and complexity of our natures and 
motives and beliefs.

The 90kg Rice Chal-
lenge is really very simple – if we sell 90kg 
of rice this enables us to send a Malawian 
rice farmer’s child to Secondary school for 
a Year!
Since we all believe education is the key 
out of poverty and are aware that JTS is

90kg Rice Challenge!

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Names are Important
Names are important, bib-
lically speaking. The Old 
Testament is rife with puns, 
half-references, and allu-
sions. The suffix ‘-el’, as we 
find in Michael, Ishmael, 
and the like, is translated 
as ‘god’ or ‘of God’. Abra-
ham meets Melchizedek, 
the priest of ‘El Elyon’, ‘God 
Most High’. Yet, this does 
not explicitly refer to the 
God who would name himself to Moses 
as YHWH – which is frequently rendered 
LORD instead.
Or, tellingly, when Jacob is renamed Israel, 
it is because Israel means ‘He who wrestles 
with God’ – foreshadowing the Exodus 
from Egypt, the complaints of the Sinai, 
the installation of judges, the syncretistic 
plea for a king (like the other nations), the 
railing of the prophets against the failures 
of the Israelites in their own time, and 
even the rejection of Jesus Christ. All from 
the name ‘Israel’.
Or, look again at the Divine Name spoken 

to Moses: its vocal qualities 
are ephemeral, consisting 
of exhalations, as if to hint 
morphologically toward 
God’s own nature as one 
which we cannot grasp in 
totality. In a modern world 
ruled by ‘the measurable’, 
it is no surprise to me at all 
that an unmeasurable God 
is thought absurd or a stum-
bling block for some.

And, surely, we can all attest to wrestling 
with God – or at least the idols we call 
‘God’ – before trading them in for ‘better’ 
idols. There is a line of continuity between 
Israel and ‘the Church’, in that respect. 
While others may have left God alone – 
we continue to wrestle yet. While others 
think God has vacated the world, or that 
we have killed God, or that God was never 
in the world to begin with – we continue 
to claim that God is present, alive, and 
active. We, not to put too fine a point on it, 
wrestle yet with God.
