Dear Friends

Writing on a dreich November day,
thinking of the warm glow of Christmas
events and services is a happy thought to
brighten the gloom! When the world is
darkened by the harder sides of our human
nature, the light of Christ shining through
it all is what we need to keep us focused,
hopeful and determined. The prophet
Isaiah, long before the time of Jesus, used
an image that many of you will know: “the
people who walked in darkness have seen
a great light” In his challenging times, too,
hope was needed, and was offered. For us
too, ‘light in darkness’ works very well as
a metaphor in our rough northern climate
with its short winter days. Christ the
morning star. Christ the light of the world.
Son (sun) of righteousness. Strong images,
famously picked up in the Gospel of John:
“the light shines in the darkness and the
darkness did not overcome it” These
images encourage us to be hopeful that the
best side of our humanity can overcome
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the more challenging behaviour and
downright cruelty. We have recently been
inspired by hearing firsthand from former
Moderator John Chalmers and a visiting
group of leaders (see photo below) from
the Presbyterian Church of South Sudan
about the work towards reconciliation in
that country torn by civil war. There is a
light still shining there that stands for peace
and mutual flourishing despite threats of a
return to conflict.

We will begin to journey towards
Christmas with our own celebration of
the light in our atmospheric Advent Carol
Service, led by our 50-strong community
choir on Sunday 1st December at 6.30pm.
Darkness to Light will be the theme in
beautiful and powerful words and music
in our stunning candlelit church. Come
along and bring a friend to begin our
celebrations of the birth of Jesus!

In this issue there’s a centrespread about
all of our services and events for the festive
season. These are a great chance to invite

This was well short of the gross ¥

target of £500,000 but still g
represents a significant fund-
raising effort. So enormous thanks are
due to everyone who made pledges and
donations — whether of money, time, priz-
es or talent — and supported the campaign.
Any final donations welcome!

The Finance Committee has invested in
the three funds within the Church of Scot-
land Investors Trust.

The “Easyfundraising” online shopping
facility raised £1,667 from inception, with
around 58 supporters. This facility needs to
be closed but the Committee has consid-
ered that it might be as well to run it over
the Christmas/New Year period to capture
any final amounts from those who shop
using Easyfundraising for YACHT.
