Many voiced the same 
thought: ‘these hooligans do not 
represent my community’.   I would 
like us to hold onto that thought.

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An Open Hand is a project provid-
ing presents to parents living in 
severe hardship for their children’s 
birthdays. So far this year, we have 
already delivered to more families 
than we did in the whole of 2023. 
We receive applications from 
around 20 charities or organisations 
in Edinburgh. We call the parent be-
fore the birthday to find out what 
they would like to give their child 
and then deliver this to the family 
home, with a family bag, while the 
children are out at school.
The delivery includes:
•	The birthday present (chosen 

specifically by the parent) with 
card, wrapping paper and Sello-
tape – approx. £35 in value

•	The family bag containing
▷▷ a book for each child in the family
▷▷ a family game – Jenga / Twister 
▷▷ bubbles
▷▷ paper
▷▷ colouring pencils/writing pencils/ 
sharpener/ rubber/ pencil case

It’s always wonderful to meet the fam-
ilies who take such care over choosing 
their child’s present. For example, we 
are currently delivering over the next 
few months to a family of five. 
We applied to Free Cakes for Kids for 
them to receive a cake along with 
the gifts. When we delivered the 
third child’s gifts, the family rushed 
to share with us a special video of 
the second child’s birthday celebra-
tion which had just happened. They 
had the gifts all laid out in the living 
room and the cake right in front of 

the birthday boy. 
Dad was set up on 
guitar, big brother 
on drums, sister and 
mum singing and lit-
tlest brother and sister danced. What 
followed was the loudest, most joy-
ful rendition of ‘Happy Birthday’ you 
might have ever witnessed - the mu-
sic perfect, drumming tremendous 
and dancing so carefree – all centred 
on their brother.
This project was started to enable a 
little extra joy on a day which might 
be difficult and to allow a relaxed 
celebration of a child’s birthday 
without financial burden and debt. 
Many thanks for all your support 
so far: details for giving are on our 
webpage* and, as we reach more 
children in Edinburgh, we welcome 
any donations that may be possible. 
Your giving has been so generous 
so far and we thank you so much 
for this. We also offer our sincere 
thanks for your continued prayers.
