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Reflections on Japanese Spirituality  

WheŶ the apostle Paul fouŶd hiŵself iŶ AtheŶs duƌiŶg his ϮŶd MissioŶaƌǇ 
JouƌŶeǇ, ͚he ǁas gƌeatlǇ distƌessed to see that the ĐitǇ ǁas full of idols͛ [AĐts ϭϳ:ϭϲ].  Yet, ateƌ he had 
thought aďout it, Paul ƌeĐogŶised that this appaƌeŶt idolatƌǇ ǁas a ƌeleĐioŶ of a deep spiƌitualitǇ 
aŵoŶg the populaĐe.  “o ŵuĐh so that, ǁheŶ the loĐal philosopheƌs iŶǀited hiŵ to speak puďliĐlǇ aďout 
his feeliŶgs, he ďegaŶ his addƌess ǁith these ǁoƌds: ͞MeŶ of AtheŶs! I see that iŶ eǀery ǁay you are 
ǀery religious…͟ [AĐts ϭϳ:ϮϮ].   
 

Befoƌe I ǁeŶt to JapaŶ, ŵǇ iŵpƌessioŶ of the JapaŶese ǁas of aŶ 
eǆtƌeŵelǇ haƌd-ǁoƌkiŶg ƌaĐe, alŵost ƌuthless iŶ its eŶdeaǀouƌs to 
Đoŵpete ǁith the WesteƌŶ ǁoƌld iŶ iŶdustƌǇ aŶd ĐoŵŵeƌĐe.  AŶd so it is.  
But theƌe is aŶotheƌ side to the JapaŶese people ǁhiĐh sits ĐoŵfoƌtaďlǇ 
aloŶgside theiƌ ƌuthless iŶdustƌǇ.  Like the AtheŶiaŶs of the ϭst CeŶtuƌǇ, the 
JapaŶese aƌe a ǀeƌǇ ƌeligious oƌ spiƌitual people. 
 

That is 
to saǇ ǁe aƌe all ďoƌŶ ǁith a soul ǁhiĐh giǀes us aŶ iŶŶate kŶoǁledge of 
ouƌ Cƌeatoƌ aŶd a desiƌe to pƌaise Hiŵ.  Yet, iŶ the WesteƌŶ Woƌld, the 
ŵajoƌitǇ of people suppƌess theiƌ spiƌituality oƌ eǆpƌess it iŶ ŶoŶ-ƌeligious 
ǁaǇs, suĐh as ĐoŶsuŵeƌisŵ oƌ iŶ the adulaioŶ of ilŵ staƌs, pop siŶgeƌs oƌ spoƌiŶg heƌoes ƌatheƌ thaŶ 
of theiƌ Cƌeatoƌ. 
 

To the Đasual oďseƌǀeƌ, JapaŶese soĐietǇ looks ǀeƌǇ ŵuĐh like ouƌ soĐietǇ.  Yet, ǀeƌǇ Đlose to the suƌfaĐe, 
spiƌituality aŵoŶg the JapaŶese is ǀeƌǇ ŵuĐh aliǀe aŶd ǁell.  “o ǁhat is the ƌeligioŶ iŶ JapaŶ? 

 

But ShiŶto is Ŷot a 
ƌeligioŶ like Judaisŵ, ChƌisiaŶitǇ oƌ Islaŵ.  Foƌ it ƌeĐogŶises Ŷo siŶgle oŵŶipoteŶt deitǇ, has Ŷo 
sĐƌiptuƌes to folloǁ aŶd Ŷo ĐoŵŵaŶdŵeŶts to oďeǇ.

The JapaŶese ďoǁ to shoǁ 
theiƌ ƌespeĐt foƌ the peƌsoŶ theǇ aƌe addƌessiŶg; aŶd the peƌsoŶ addƌessed ďoǁs to shoǁ theiƌ ƌespeĐt iŶ 
ƌetuƌŶ.  It is ŵoƌe thaŶ the WesteƌŶ tƌadiioŶ of shakiŶg haŶds.  It is iŶ paƌt aŶ aĐt of defeƌeŶĐe, ďut it is 
also a stateŵeŶt to the efeĐt that eaĐh peƌsoŶ is totallǇ ĐoŶĐeŶtƌaiŶg oŶ the Ŷeeds of the otheƌ.  Foƌ 
ŵe, the JapaŶese ďoǁ ĐoŶǀeǇs the ChƌisiaŶ ŵessage: ͞Loǀe Ǉouƌ Ŷeighďouƌ as Ǉouƌself͟ [Luke ϭϬ:Ϯϳ].  
 

BoǁiŶg peƌŵeates JapaŶese soĐietǇ at all leǀels.  EǀeŶ ďuǇiŶg a ďag of sugaƌ fƌoŵ the ĐoƌŶeƌ shop ĐaŶ 
iŶǀolǀe tǁo oƌ thƌee iŶfoƌŵal ďoǁs ďǇ ďoth the Đustoŵeƌ aŶd the shop assistaŶt! But it ǁoƌks.  EaĐh 
peƌsoŶ is let ǁith the haƌŵoŶious feeliŶg that life is ƌuŶŶiŶg sŵoothlǇ. 

 

The JapaŶese Tea CeƌeŵoŶy takes the tƌadiioŶ of 
ďoǁiŶg, aŶd the defeƌeŶĐe it iŵplies, to Ŷeǁ 
heights.  The ĐeƌeŵoŶǇ ďegiŶs ǁith eaĐh guest 
ďoǁiŶg to the host^^ as theǇ eŶteƌ the ƌooŵ.

ǀeƌďallǇ thaŶkiŶg hiŵ pƌofuselǇ.  He theŶ ďoǁs to 
the peƌsoŶ oŶ his let—ǀeƌďallǇ apologisiŶg foƌ 
takiŶg the tea ďefoƌe hiŵ.  With aŶotheƌ ďoǁ to the 

host, tea is sipped aŶd the ďoǁl passed to the Ŷeǆt guest—aŶd so oŶ.   
 

The ĐeƌeŵoŶy tǇpiĐallǇ lasts aďout aŶ houƌ, ďut ĐaŶ last a lot loŶgeƌ.  The philosophǇ is to leaǀe the ďusǇ, 
Đoŵpleǆ aŶd seĐulaƌ ǁoƌld outside so as to iŵŵeƌse Ǉouƌself iŶ:
