Gentiles Hear the Good News

34Then Peter began to speak to them: ‘I truly understand that God shows no partiality, 2>but in
every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. 3¢You know the
message he sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ—he is Lord of

“While they were perplexed about this, suddenly two men in dazzling
clothes stood beside them. >The women were terrified and bowed their faces to the ground, but
the men said to them, ‘Why do you look for the living among the dead? He is not here, but has
risen.

'But these words seemed to them an idle tale,
and they did not believe them. *?But Peter got up and ran to the tomb; stooping and looking in,
he saw the linen cloths by themselves; then he went home, amazed at what had happened.
