St Luke, 18" Oct. By early Christian tradition Luke is names as authahefthird gospel and the Acts of the Apostles.
Almost certainly a Gentile and perhaps a companion of St Paul, he wrote to reassure those who had grown uncertain
towards the end of the'tentury. In his gospel the compassion of Christ is inclusive:dBahtile and Jew, the poor and
the rich, women and men, the outcast and the privileged.

St Peter of Alcantara, 19' Oct. Was a Franciscan of the Stricter Observance, confessor and spiritual director to St
Teresa of Avila. He wrote a stricter form of theanciscan Rule for use in the friary he established in Pedrosa. He was
chosen as patron of Shrewsbury Cathedral by Bertrafrai of Shrewsbury, who paid for the building of the

Cathedral but died at 23, two months before it was opened.

St John Paulll, 22 Oct. Karol Wojtyla was born in Warsaw. After his ordination as priest and theological studies in
Rome, his return to Poland resulted in pastoral and academic tasks. He became auxiliary Bishop and in 1964 Archbi
of Krakow.
